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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,
Let us introduce to you a new issue of our journal.

Dr. Emil Kamalov and Dr. Eduard Ponarin (both from the Laboratory for Comparative Social Research, NRU
HSE, St. Petersburg) offer the paper “Subjective Well-being of Migrants in Russia: Effects of Regional Char-
acteristics and Migration Legislation.” This paper aims at estimating the effects of the economic prosperity
(measured by gross regional product) and the social capital of Russian regions (measured by general social
trust and relative size of the community of the migrant’s compatriots) on the life satisfaction of migrants. Data
was collected from the Russian Longitudinal Monitoring Survey (RLMS-HSE) and Rosstat. The results show
that the economic performance of regions has no effect on the life satisfaction of migrants. The social factors
play a greater role: effects of general social trust and relative size of the community of the migrant’s compa-
triots in a region are positive and statistically significant.

We then present a translation of a fragment from the first chapter of the book by Philippe Van Parijs and Yan-
nick Vanderborght: “Basic Income: A Radical Proposal for a Free Society and a Sane Economy” (Cambridge
(MA): Harvard University Press, 2017). The authors argue that a basic income can help to overcome the
economic insecurity and social exclusion in the 21st century. The authors combine evidence from philosophy,
politics and economics in order to compare the proposal of the basic income with other projects to alleviate
poverty and unemployment, trace its history, and find answers to economic and political arguments against
unconditional income, including the argument about tendency to decreased stimulus and free-rider models
of behavior that might result from the basic income; to explain how this seemingly impossible idea might be
achieved economically and politically; and to consider its applicability to the extending global economy. We
publish some excerpts from the first chapter “The Instrument of Freedom™ in which the authors provide the
main considerations in favor of an unconditional basic income, demonstrating how it solves the problems of
poverty and unemployment.

Andrey Zakharov and Kseniya Adamovich (both from the International Laboratory for Education Policy and
Innovation Analysis, Institute of Education, NRU HSE) present their paper “Regional Differences in Access
to Educational Resources, Academic Results and Students’ Trajectories in Russia.” The authors test theories of
effectively maintained inequality and maximally maintained inequality with the use of data on Russia regions
retrieved from Rosstat and federal and regional education agencies. The results show that more urbanized
regions with a higher level of human capital and GRP are usually characterized by the higher level of school
expenditures, more experienced teachers, and higher chances for students to study at the advanced level. At
the same time, the level of urbanization and human capital is positively related to the proportion of students
that choose an academic trajectory after finishing secondary school. Finally, the results of the Unified State
Exam are also positively associated with access to educational resources.

Maria Kartuzova (doctoral student at the NRU HSE) presents a review “Work Practices of Older Population
Groups: Reasons for Choice.” The author examines the labor practices of elderly groups including retirement,
employment, and self-employment as entrepreneurs and freelancers. The author argues that elderly people
groups may provide an additional resource for the economy, rather than being mere recipients of social trans-
fers.

Ilya Pavlov (LSES HSE) reviews a book by H. Jenkins, M. Ito and danah boyd (2015) “Participatory Cul-
ture in a Networked Era: A Conversation on Youth, Learning, Commerce, and Politics”, published by Polity.
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The book presents a compilation of authors’ talks about applying the definition of participatory culture to the
analysis of diverse spheres of social life and is an implicit call to join the conversation, argue for some theses
and offer your own at the same time. Each author provides her/his personal interpretation of the major defini-
tion of the participatory culture.

Maria Denisova (Central European University, Budapest) reviews a 2016 book by D. Elder-Vass, “Profit and
Gift in the Digital Economy” (New York: Cambridge University Press). The author of the book criticizes the
ideas of Marxists and mainstream economists and concludes that they are unable to see economies beyond
capitalism and market relations, which automatically excludes gifts and hybrid economic forms from any
economic analysis. Five case studies from the digital economy of Apple, Wikipedia, Google, YouTube and
Facebook demonstrate the analytical potential of a new approach — the political economy of practices.

Professor John W. Meyer (Stanford University) was interviewed by Elena Gudova. John Meyer talks about
the rise of hyper-managerialism and its implications in modern organizations. While previously organizations
tended to be subordinated actors, today they have more legitimation in choosing their mission and purposes,
which marks a shift from management authority toward leadership, and requires managers with charismatic
qualities. Organizations with a good vision (i.e. with proper corporate social responsibilities) may legitimate
themselves through routinization of the leader’s charisma, incorporation of norms of good citizenship, and
self-management of employees and citizens. As Meyer puts it, ““You have to be an okay person in the modern
hyper-organizational context”.
