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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,
Let us introduce to you a new issue of our journal.
Texts in Russian

Dr. Katerina Guba, Dr. Mikhail Sokolov, and Nadezhda Sokolova (all faculty of the European University at
St. Petersburg) present a paper entitled “The Dynamics of Dissertation Industry in Russia, 2005-2015: Did
New Institutional Templates Change Academic Behavior?” The authors analyze the history of regulations for
dissertation production in Russia in the case of a predominantly non-quantitative template. They use three
datasets covering approximately 250,000 cases of dissertation defenses in Russia between 2005 and 2015 to
discover the outcomes of the template introduced in the dissertation industry. As a result of the new regula-
tions, the number of defenses was nearly halved. However, contrary to the intentions of the template inventors,
there was no greater concentration of dissertation production in the top research centers and no evidence that
the template produced more obstacles for authors of low-quality dissertations than those of high quality.

Next, we publish a translation of an excerpt from the book by Luc Boltanski and Arnaud Esquerre, both from
IRIS—the Institute of Interdisciplinary Research on Social Issues at the EHESS—Fcole des Hautes Etudes
en Sciences Sociales (School of Advanced Studies in the Social Sciences) in France, titled Enrichment: A
Critique of Commodities. The authors argue that capitalism in the West has recently undergone a fundamen-
tal transformation that is especially obvious in countries that were leading Europe’s industrial primacy some
time ago. The transformation is characterized by de-industrialization and the increased exploitation of certain
resources, which is not entirely new. In terms of empirical data, the authors use statistics enriched by a set of
various formal and informal interviews and focus on France as a case where the transformation mentioned is
more distinct. The Journal of Economic Sociology publishes some excerpts from the second chapter, “Toward
Enrichment,” where the authors define the main sources and benefits of the enriched economy.

Dr. Iuliia Papushina (Associate Professor, School of Management at NRU HSE—Perm) presents “Behind the
Scene of Soviet Runway Fashion: Capital and Position in the Field.” Her paper analyzes the accumulation
of specific capital in a Soviet design organization during the late Soviet period. The study covers the period
from 1968 to 1982. Her paper relies on published research on Soviet fashion history, archive documents from
Russian State Economic Archive as well as the State Archive of Perm Territory, and in-depth interviews with
former employees of the Perm Clothing Design House. The author explores a weird combination of socialist
and pseudo-market practices penetrating Soviet fashion’s field of restricted production.

Anita Poplavskaya reviews a book by Jean Twenge iGen. Why Today's Super-Connected Kids Are Growing
Up Less Rebellious, More Tolerant, Less Happy—and Completely Unprepared for Adulthood—and What That
Means for the Rest of Us. This book, published in Russian in 2019, describes changes in values, identity, and
behavior of American adolescents born from 1995 to 2012. It is a good example of thorough data analysis, as
it uses the results of sociological surveys that originated in the 1960°s and covers the opinions of more than
11 million Americans.

Alexander Subbotin provides a review of Franklin Foer’s World without Mind: How Google, Amazon, and
Facebook Shape Your Mind (in Russian, 2020). An American journalist and ex-editor of The New Republic,
Franklin Foer studies the origins, present, and future of new media. He examines how corporations use algo-
rithms to control the behavior of a large part of the world. World Without Mind is an attempt to find a way to
“exit the matrix” of the digital age.
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Alex Vakarash reviews Robert Stebbins’ book Leisure Activities in Context: A Micro-Macro/Agency-Structure
Interpretation of Leisure (New York: Routledge, 2017). Stebbins applies his own theory of classification of
leisure activities, dividing the latter into three types: serious, relaxed, and project-based. Comparing different
contexts with different types of leisure, the author expresses the hope that readers will stop looking at leisure
activities solely from the perspective of micro-structure after reading his new book.

Daria Lebedeva reviews an international workshop, “Current Challenges and Pathways to Change,” held at
the University of Lisbon, Portugal, from March 2nd to 3rd, 2020. The conference participants discussed global
environmental agendas as well as the complicated relationships between environment and society and their
consequences for sustainable development, among other topics.

Texts in English

Yulia Khalikova gives a paper “Constitutional Review and Dissenting Opinions in Nondemocracies: An Em-
pirical Analysis of the Russian Constitutional Court, 1998-2018.” The author uses a novel dataset on all
final judgments issued by the Russian Constitutional Court (RCC) between 1998 and 2018 (N = 502). Using
a regression analysis, she shows how the outcomes of cases depended the subject matter as well as on who
petitioned the court. Obtained results show the importance of the political regime and institutional settings.
Social rights also present an area of consensus among judges. For the court to survive, it must constantly strike
a balance between performing the functions imposed by a ruler and trying not to lose its legitimacy

Boris Belyavsky presents “Social Embeddedness as a Business Goal: New Theoretical Implications from the
Case of a Global Value Chain.” This paper provides new theoretical implications for the concept of social
embeddedness being intentionally constructed by market actors as an integral part of a business process. Data
were collected from 13 months of participant observation as a sales manager in a Russian global value chain
for fast-moving consumer goods and consumer electronics. Thirty-three deep semi-structured interviews were
also conducted with its employees. The author demonstrates that economic actors participate in permanent
valuation processes to maintain a common interpretation of interfirm relations; they conceptualize business
ties as an important source of market value.
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
