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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

This new issue of our journal comes out during these difficult times. The second wave of the COVID-19
pandemic is on its way. It brings new challenges, which are comparable with those of the previous wave.
Lockdowns and distant communications are returning. We hope that you and your friends and relatives will
survive this time safely.

Now let us introduce this new issue.

Dr. Anna Mironova (Research Fellow, Institute for Social Policy, HSE University) and Dr. Alexander Tatarko
(Chief Research Fellow, Center for Socio-Cultural Research, HSE University) present their paper, ‘Psycho-
logical Causes of Corruption: The Role of Worries’. This study answers two related questions: (1) Do indi-
viduals’ worries and sufferings correlate with the acceptability of corruption from their perspectives? (2) Does
this differ by country in terms of corruption levels? This study is based on the data from the 6th-wave World
Value Survey. The authors have identified three groups of countries based on the different levels of the cor-
ruption perception index. It has been found that macro and micro worries have a significant relation with the
acceptability of corruption. The more the people worry about themselves or their families, the more they ac-
cept corruption. in contrast, the people who worry about society are more likely to disapprove of corruption.

Evgeniya Polyakova (Junior Research Fellow at the Laboratory of Labor Market Studies, HSE University)
and Dr. Mikhail Manokin (Senior Lecturer at the Journalism and Mass Media Department, Perm State Univer-
sity) present their study, ‘Cultural Professions in Modern-Day Russia: Statistical Portrait of the Workers’. The
data from the ‘Comprehensive Monitoring of Living Conditions’ were used to illustrate the main differences
in socio-demographic and occupational characteristics of culturally employed respondents and other profes-
sional groups. The findings show that a larger number of cultural workers among the respondents are librar-
ians, archivists, teachers of music and art schools, linguists, museum workers, journalists, and writers. Most
of them are highly educated married women in their forties or older who live predominantly in the Russian
Federation’s largest regions, such as Moscow and St. Petersburg.

We publish a translated excerpt from the book, Capitalism without Capital: The Rise of the Intangible Econ-
omy, written by Jonathan Haskel (Professor of Economics at Imperial College London) and Stian Westlake
(Executive Director of Policy and Research of Nesta, UK). The authors explore the shifts from tangible to in-
tangible investments that have occurred in almost all developed countries over the last forty years. Increasing
amounts of investment have been transferred to the areas of computer software, research and development, de-
sign, works of art, market research, learning, and new business processes. We publish the introductory chapter,
“Valuation, the Old-Fashioned Ways: Or a Thousand Years in Essex’, where the authors discuss the meaning
of investments, define the distinctions between tangible and intangible assets, and explain why some basic
properties of intangible assets generate such dramatic changes in the contemporary economy. The chapter was
translated by Yuri Kapturevsky.

Dr. Anastasia Kazun (Senior Research Fellow at the Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology, HSE
University) and Sergei Pashakhin (Research Assistant at the Laboratory for Social and Cognitive Informat-
ics, HSE University) present their paper, ‘““Alien Elections”: Neighboring State News on the 2018 Russian
Presidential Elections’. They provide an analysis of 19.5k news messages collected from Russian-language
Ukrainian news outlets covering the 2018 presidential elections in Russia. Using a mixed-method approach,
the authors find three central angles: the focus on polls and election results, election preparations in Crimea,
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and Vladimir Putin’s victory. In relation to the public figures, the media coverage is predominantly neutral,
while in relation to symbolic issues, this coverage is more prone to negativity and ideological bias.

Yuliya Kersha (Lecturer at the Department of Educational Programs, Institute of Education, HSE University)
provides the analytical review, ‘School Socioeconomic Composition as a Factor of Educational Inequality:
Review of Measurement Approaches and Relation with Academic Outcomes.” The author offers a systematic
analysis of relevant studies, with a focus on developing recommendations and directions for future empirical
research. The author introduces the term socioeconomic composition and describes the main approaches used
in its measurement.

Daria Lebedeva reviews the book, Sci-Fi Worlds of Russian Hi-Tech, written by Olga Bychkova, Boris
Gladarev, Oleg Kharkhordin, and Zhanna Tsinman (St. Petersburg: EUSP Press, 2019; in Russian). Based
on a large set of in-depth interviews with entrepreneurs from Russia, as well as Finland, Taiwan, and South
Korea, the authors’ focus is on the technopreneurs, who update the high-tech markets on their daily practices,
ways of social interactions, worldviews, interactions with developers, technical prototypes, and themselves.
Employing the concepts from the theory of practice and science and technology studies (STS), the authors
have attempted to re-examine the life worlds of Russian technopreneurs and to align their individual narratives
with the sociocultural context in which the daily life of developers is embedded.

Ilia Viatkin and Kristina Komarova (both from HSE University) present their study, ‘A Loosening Grip: Why
Do Autocracies Engage in the Neoliberalization of Their Welfare Sectors?’ The authors employ three mutually
nonexclusive theoretical perspectives—authoritarian legitimation, authoritarian modernization, and political
economy—that suggest incentives that may motivate autocrats to retreat from the welfare sector. They have
tested these theories on a sample of 42 autocracies active during the period 1980-2005. The results reveal that
the authoritarian modernization theory has the highest explanatory power, as it identifies distinct pathways to
public sector neoliberalization.
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
