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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

After the pleasant Christmas vacation, we are back to our routines. Universities have returned to conventional
teaching of their classes, although nobody knows whether we will be able to keep these activities offline, given
that a new strain of coronavirus, Omicron, is spreading around the world.

Meanwhile, we keep going and present you with the first issue of our journal for 2022.

Professor Marina Shabanova (Department of Applied Economics, HSE University) presents her study “Throw-
ing Food Away and Food Rescue Practices in Russia (Microlevel Analysis).” Based on a representative survey
of 2,000 respondents conducted in November 2020, the levels and factors of Russians’ engagement in groups
with different attitudes toward throwing food away (“not throwing away food,” “throwing away edible food,”
and “throwing away spoiled food”) were identified. It was found that consumers using social channels for food
rescue (both practicing food sharing and not), ceteris paribus, are less likely to throw away edible food and
more likely to throw away spoiled food (at least during the pandemic).

Dr. Ekaterina Slobodenyuk (Senior Research Fellow, Institute for Social Policy, HSE University) publishes
a paper entitled “Social Mobility of Russians in Terms of Life Chances and Risks.” The paper focuses on the
issues of social mobility and immobility of Russians in the neo-Weberian stratification hierarchy of Russian
society, based on indicators of life chances. Trajectories of mobility (rates and factors) are analyzed using
RLMS panel data for a six-year interval from 2013 to 2018 and the group-based trajectory modeling (GBTM)
method. It is shown that a quarter of Russians moved between strata. Mobility usually occurs over a short dis-
tance. The paper shows that social background continues to play a significant role in shaping chances of social
wellbeing and mobility. It also draws attention to the fact that skills in use of information technology form a
new basis for inequality between people.

We publish a translation of the first chapter of the book A Theory of Fields (Oxford University Press, 2012) by
Prof. Neil Fligstein (University of California, Berkeley, USA) and Prof. Doug McAdam (Stanford University,
USA). The central goal of this book is to explicate an integrated theory that explains how stability and change
are achieved by social actors in circumscribed social arenas. The theory rests on a view that sees strategic ac-
tion fields, which can be defined as mesolevel social orders, as the basic structural building blocks of modern
political/organizational life in the economy, civil society, and state. In constructing a new perspective, the
authors draw upon the rich body of integrative scholarship produced by economic sociologists, institutional
theorists in both sociology and political science, and social movement scholars. In the presented chapter, the
authors sketch the basic features of this perspective in some detail, differentiating the new elements from the
old. The chapter was translated by Ekaterina Golovlyanitsina and is published with the kind permission of
HSE University Publishing House and Oxford University Press.

Under the rubrication “Beyond the Borders,” we present an article by Dr. Anna Lukyanova (Senior Research-
er, Center for Labor Market Studies, HSE University) entitled “Self-Employment, Secondary Jobholding,
and Labor Income Inequality.” Using data from the Russian Longitudinal Monitoring Survey from 2000 to
2014, the study analyzes the evolution of various sources of labor income: salaried employment in a primary
job, self-employment in a primary job, secondary employment, and irregular earnings. The results show that
additional labor income and total labor income are distributed less evenly than earnings from primary jobs.
Multiple job holding retains its role as a source of social differentiation, despite a significant reduction in its
incidence.
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We also publish an article by /lya Ermolin (HSE University), Linas Svolkinas (University of Leeds), Pavel
Suvorkov (HSE University), George Holmes, and Simon J. Goodman (both University of Leeds) entitled
“Fieldwork Challenges Stemming from Doing Studies on the Illegal Wildlife Trade.” This article presents the
authors’ self-reflections on the challenges they faced during their long-term study of the illegal wildlife trade
in sturgeon meat and caviar and Caspian seals’ skins and oil that they carried out from 2012 to 2019. The au-
thors focus on the: personal health and security issues resulting from the activities of the police and the Federal
Security Service, the recruitment and training of local assistants and university students, intergenerational and
gender gaps that exhibit a strong influence on the development of trust between researchers and respondents,
the network density of market dynamics and speed of communication through the market, and the shift in
environmental legal regulations as an influence on current studies.

Daria Lebedeva reviews a book by Daniel Neyland, Véra Ehrenstein, and Sveta Milyaeva, Can Markets Solve
Problems? An Empirical Inquiry into Neoliberalism in Action (Goldsmiths Press, 2019). Drawing on work in
science and technology studies, the authors propose looking behind the processes of market assembly work
and investigating how, in the course of market-based interventions, social problems, entities, and relation-
ships are shaped and transformed, allowing the achievement of certain results in public policy. Based on an
extensive ethnographic study (including legal and historical documents and semi-structured interviews with
experts, managers, and stakeholders), the authors use six empirical cases to illustrate how competition, invest-
ment, property, trade and exchange, incentives, and sales can, in practice, not only become instruments of
market-based intervention but also shape and redefine the subject matter itself.
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
