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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

Recently, on November 14, 2023, the results of the Third Grushin’s Book Award were announced. A festive
ceremony praising the winners took place at the Moscow School of Social and Economic Sciences (Shaninka).
We are proud to inform you that a major award went to the book What Do We Know About Freelancers? The
Sociology of Free Employment (Moscow: HSE Publishing House, 2022) written by our colleagues doing eco-
nomic sociology Denis Strebkov and Andrey Shevchuk (both from the LSES, HSE University). Our sincere
congratulations to the winners.

Now we introduce a new journal issue.
Papers in Russian

It starts with a paper of Dr. Andrey Shevchuk (Senior Research Fellow, Laboratory for Studies in Economic
Sociology, HSE University) ‘Theorizing Digital Platforms: A Conceptual Framework for the Gig Economy’.
This article proposes a conceptual framework for an analysis of digital labour platforms, drawing on theoreti-
cal insights from economic sociology, institutionalism, and political economy. The role of digital platforms
is problematized through the five key categories (organizational innovation, mediator, market infrastructure,
private regulator, institutional entrepreneur). It is demonstrated how the proposed categories can be applied to
the analysis of various gig economy issues.

We present a Russian translation of a chapter from a book by Saskia Sassen (Professor of Sociology, Colum-
bia University in the City of New York) ‘Cities in a World Economy’. The presented book shows how some
cities—New York, Tokyo, London, Sao Paulo, Hong Kong, Toronto, Miami and Sydney — have turned into
transnational “spaces”. The Journal of Economic Sociology publishes the first chapter “Place and Production
in the Global Economy”, in which the author raises questions about the content of the concept of globalization
and the diversity of its types. The author reveals why she chooses the city as a place for empirical research on
economic, political and cultural globalization.

Dr. Tatyana Lytkina (Komi Science Centre, Ural Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences) and Dr. Svet-
lana Yaroshenko (St. Petersburg Association of Sociologists) co-author a paper ‘Expulsions of the Russian
North: Exclusion Without Rights to Resources’. Based on the materials of the sociological research carried out
within the framework of qualitative methodology, it offers the analysis of nature use practices and attitudes to
them of the Russian citizens in general and the local community in particular. It is argued that modern prac-
tices of nature management represent consumer and quasi-traditional strategies of development of the North.
They do not contribute to the formation of sustainable strategies for the development of territories, despite the
growing critical attitude of the region’s residents to the current situation and awareness of the deprivation of
their right to own and dispose of land and natural resources.

Dr. Natalia Tonkikh (Associate Professor of the Department of Labor Economics and Human Resources Man-
agement, Yekaterinburg) shares the results of her study ‘Family-Work and Private Life of Women: Qualitative
Changes in the Remote Working Environment’. The purpose of the study is to assess women’s opinions about
expected or real changes in their work, family, parenthood and personal spheres of lives in connection with
possible or actual participation in remote forms of employment. The article summarizes the results of three
Russian women’ surveys containing a monitoring question about the remote working conditions impact on the
state of the main spheres of life. It reveals the predominance of positive assessments of the remote employ-
ment conditions influence on the main respondents’ spheres of life: work, family, parental and personal.
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Professor Olga Bessonova (Leading Researcher at the Institute of Economics and Organization of Industrial
Production SB RAS) contributes to the discussion about the role of the institution of complaints in Russian
economic practice, in particular housing and communal services, started by D. Litvintsev in one of the previ-
ous issues of our journal. Previously, O. Bessonova’s articles defended the position of the institution of com-
plaints as an important and effective feedback signal that can be traced throughout the historical development
of the distribution economy in Russia and the only legal channel for protecting citizens’ rights in the field of
service provision at the present time. D. Litvintsev refuted this statement and gave a classification of com-
plaints, on which he based his argument. Here you will find a response of Olga Bessonova to the critique and
her attempt to defend her substantive arguments.

Julia Berezhnova (master’s sociology student at European University at St. Petersburg) provides an analytical
review ‘Networks, Resources, and Isomorphism: Corruption from Organizational Sociology Perspective’. She
highlights three perspectives on corruption: social network analysis, resource dependence theory and neoinsti-
tutionalism, which are the leading perspectives in organizational sociology. Social network analysis explores
interpersonal links between corrupted subjects and mediators and their role in corrupted networks. Neoinsti-
tutionalism focuses on environmental factors and explores the institutional conditions which encourage or
discourage corruption, such as the level of competition, the quality of law and law enforcement, and other
firms’ behaviour. Resource dependence theory helps exploring the relationship between power and resources
on the one hand, and the field of available corruption activity on the other.

Egor Makarov (doctoral student, Department of Sociology, University of Virginia) comes out with a review of
the book by Neil Fligstein: The Banks Did It: An Anatomy of the Financial Crisis (Cambridge, MS: Harvard
University Press, 2021). The book aims to analyze the financial crisis of 2008 unfolded in the mortgage secu-
ritization market in the US and its spread worldwide. The main question of the book is how the business model
of mortgage securitization has been developed in the United States of America. The focus is on the structure of
the banking sphere and their actions which eventually led to the financial crises. Fligstein applies a historical
approach in order to analyze the business model of securitization formed in the mortgage credit market, which
ultimately led to the global financial disaster.

Papers in English

Amrita Nugraheni Saraswaty, Maryunani, Sri Muljaningsih, and Putu Mahardika Adi Saputra (Faculty of
Economics and Business, Brawijaya University, Indonesia) present a paper ‘Are We Being Rational? Eco-
nomics Perspectives on Sacred Natural Sites Commodification’. This study explores the embeddedness and
expectation of actors depicted in the socio-economic dynamics of economic development and management
choices for Bali’s Sacred Natural Sites (SNS) commodification. This study employs a qualitative approach
with a case study design. From the findings, the commodification of specific locations in rural areas is strongly
related to spiritual values assigned to traditional sacred sites, associated with a specific religious tenet, belief,
or place of worship in rural areas.
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
