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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,
Let us introduce of a new journal issue.
Texts in Russian

Dr. Natalia Tonkikh (Associate Professor of the Department of Labor Economics and Human Resources Man-
agement, the Ural State University of Economics, Yekaterinburg), Anastasia Shvetsova (Senior Researcher,
Ural Federal University named after the first President of Russia B. N. Yeltsin, Yekaterinburg), and Alena
Verbenskaya (Specialist of the Department of Scientometrics, Research and Ratings, the Ural State University of
Economics, Yekaterinburg) present their paper, ‘Subjective Assessments of the Impact of Remote Work on the
Work, Personal, and Family Life of Men.” The empirical basis of the study is data collected from a survey of
men conducted in 2023 using an online structured questionnaire on the Yandex Forms platform (N =314). Re-
spondents were men aged 18 to 60 years with experience in remote employment. The results indicate that the
remote work format has a positive effect on most parameters of men’s work, family-parental, and personal life.

We publish a translation from the book ‘Social Sciences as Sorcery,” written by Stanislav Andreski, a Polish-
British sociologist and Emeritus Professor of Sociology at the Reading University, United Kingdom. The
author draws attention to the fact that the flow of publications in the social sciences actually reveals a deficit
of new ideas. The current agenda is dominated by vague verbosity, endless repetitions of banalities, and dis-
guised propaganda. According to the British sociologist, the average quality of publications declined. This
journal presents the second chapter of the book — “The Sorcerer’s Dilemma,” in which the author examines
some of the key intellectual challenges in the study of society and culture. The book was translated by Dmitry
Kralechkin.

Dr. Tatyana Cherkashina (Leading Researcher at the Institute of Economics and Industrial Engineering, Si-
berian Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Novosibirsk) presents her study ‘Survey Data on House
Prices: Response Rate and Conditions for Answers.’ This article reports the first stage of the study— an assess-
ment of the quality of data on housing wealth from the Russian Longitudinal Monitoring Survey and the All-
Russian Household Survey on Consumer Finances. It also identifies the conditions under which respondents
are most likely to provide answers about the value of their housing. The focus is on analyzing the level and
factors influencing the availability of responses to questions about the value of residential real estate.

BA researchers Julia Gupalova, Alexander Karushev, and Anastasia Kobylina submit their paper ‘Masculinity
in the Creative Economy: Economic Foundations of the Gender Order.” Modern Russian society is experienc-
ing a conservative shift that affirms the model of “strong” masculinity as the dominant paradigm. Simultane-
ously, the emergence of a unique creative sector of the economy constructs a different model of masculinity,
which the authors term ‘adaptive.’ This model is examined on the basis of 22 recorded interviews.

Professor Denis Rodin and Dr. Anton Sukhoverkhov (both from the Kuban State Agrarian University, Krasno-
dar) share the results of their study ‘Money and Other Measurement Systems.’ The paper provides a compara-
tive analysis of commodity (evolutionary) theories and institutional theories regarding the origin of money as
“units of account” and “medium of exchange,” Modern fiat money acquired purchasing power as representa-
tives (substitutes) of real commodity money. However, with the abolition of the gold standard in the second
half of the twentieth century, fiat money became conventional, symbolic, and unbacked signs whose value is
based on trust in the issuer and on exchange value determined by supply and demand.
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Valeriia Kondratenko (LSES) reviews a new book ‘Nestandartnoe potreblenie [Nonstandard Consumption]’
(HSE University Publishing House, 2025), written by Vadim Radaev. Professor Radaev identifies five non-
standard consumption forms: three are characterised as emotionally loaded (panic, impulsive, and compulsive
consumption) and two as socially oriented (status and ethical consumption). Based on data from a nation-
ally representative survey of the adult population in Russia (May 2024, N = 6,000), the author examines the
prevalence of non-standard consumption patterns and their correlation with decision-making styles, socio-
demographic characteristics, and financial consequences.

Semyon Tarnauskiy (LSES) provides a review of the book: Streib J. (2023) The Accidental Equalizer How
Luck Determines Pay after College, Chicago: University of Chicago Press. The author Jesse Streib (Professor
of Sociology at Duke University) raises the following question: what if, in fact, equality in the starting salary
of American graduates is not due to university studies, but... simple luck? Based on the materials of 172 in-
terviews with graduates of one of the southern universities, employers, hiring specialists, as well as observing
career events at the university, Streib introduces the reader to the hidden equalization system of the United
States operating in the labor market of medium-sized enterprises — luckocracy.

Texts in English

Kseniia Adamovich, Aleksandra Getman (both from the International Laboratory of Research and Design in
elearning, HSE University), and Anastasiia Kotlikova (International Laboratory for Evaluation of Practices
and Innovations in Education, HSE University) present their article ‘The Effects of School Consolidation
on Student Academic Achievement in High-Resource Urban Schools.” The study contributes to the ongoing
discourse on the interaction between school size and students’ socioeconomic status (SES). Using a quasi-
experimental approach, the authors analyze data from 6,473 Moscow schools collected between 2013 and
2019. The findings reveal a U-shaped relationship between school size and student performance on the Basic
State Examination: the highest achievement is observed in both the smallest and largest schools.
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
