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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

In memory of Professor Nigel Dodd

It is with great sadness that we share the news that Professor Nigel Dodd passed away in August 2022. Nigel
Dodd was a Professor of Sociology at the LSE. He obtained his Ph.D. from the University of Cambridge in
1991 with Anthony Giddens as Supervisor, and lectured at the University of Liverpool before joining the
LSE in 1995. Nigel’s main interests were in the sociology of money, economic sociology, and classical and
contemporary social thought. He was the author of The Sociology of Money and Social Theory and Modernity
(both published by Polity Press). His most recent book, The Social Life of Money, was published by Princeton
University Press in 2014. Nigel Dodd was also co-editor (with Patrik Aspers) of Re-Imagining Economic
Sociology, published by Oxford University Press in 2015. Professor Dodd was editor-in-chief of the British
Journal of Sociology from 2014 until 2022. He made major contributions to the sociology of money. He was
a wonderful and pleasant person we have known for many years.

Dear colleagues,

Journal of Economic Sociology in collaboration with Sociological Review has conducted a second contest of
research papers for the Max Weber Award. Polina Alekseyeva (Kalinovskaya) received the award this year for
the paper ‘Choice in the Marriage Market or the God’s Will’. Our sincere congratulations to the winner.

The following is the outline of the present issue of our journal.

Dr. Anastasia Shvetsova, Dr. Irina Simonova, Dr. Alena Obolenskaya, and Dr. Marina Krivoshchekova (Ural
State Pedagogical University, Yekaterinburg) present their study ‘Online Practices of the Economic Behavior
of Russian Women during Maternity Leave’. The paper examines the increasing importance of visual content
in the daily life of Russian women with children under the age of 3 and suggests methods for studying visual
social networks, both graphic and intertextual content. Based on the theory of social construction of gender,
the authors introduce the concept of “non-maternal practices of young mothers”, defining it as a set of actions
of women during maternity leave that arises from the disappearance of the usual rhythm of life. Data were
collected from 720 social media accounts.

We present a Russian translation of a fragment from the book by Sharon Zukin (Professor of Sociology at
Brooklyn College and the City University of New York Graduate Center) ‘The Innovation Complex. Cities,
Tech, and the New Economy. New York: Oxford University Press, 2020’. Focusing on New York City, Sharon
Zukin shows a development of a new innovative economy. Each chapter is a study of the production of a par-
ticular space with its own embodied cultural forms and economic norms. In these processes, the whole innova-
tion complex, including buildings, districts, and the city acquires scale, form, and sense. To show the scale of
the innovation complex and how it works at different levels, the chapters in the book progress from describing
smaller spaces to larger ones. The Journal of Economic Sociology publishes the seventh chapter devoted to
how educative channels aim to develop the principles of technical and financial meritocracy. Translated from
English and published with the kind permission of the Gaidar Institute Publishing House.

Dr. Andrei Semenov and Alena Gileva (Sociological Institute of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Saint-
Petersburg) submitted a paper ‘Russian Instruments of Urban Planning from the Sociological Institutionalism
Perspective’. This paper examines the role of urban development instruments in structuring the interactions
among the key urban political actors: citizens, developers, public authorities, and experts. Data were collected
from 39 interviews with relevant stakeholders in four large Russian cities. The authors showed that compli-
ance with the formal rules of the planning process is based on their legally binding nature rather than on their
embeddedness in normative-value orders.
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Nina A. Lyubinarskaya (St. Tikhon’s Orthodox University) reviews a book: Illouz E. Why Love Hurts? Socio-
logical Explanation. Moscow; Berlin: Direct Media Publishing House, 2020 (in Russian). The book explores
ideas and contemporary trends related to the sensual sphere of the individual and romantic relationships. The
institutions of modernism have changed the idea of a person about what love should be and what romantic
relationships can be. New forms of life have given rise to a “new ecology of choice” where choices are made
based on culture and the sexualized discourse rather than personal preferences.

Dr. Denis Litvintsev (Novosibirsk State University of Architecture and Civil Engineering) participates in the
present issue with the paper ‘Complaints are not Gifts. Dysfunctionality of the Institution of Complaints in the
Field of Housing and Communal Services in Russia’. This article reflects on the correspondence with Prof.
Olga Bessonova, a representative of the Novosibirsk economic and sociological school and the author of a
series of articles on the benefits of complaints as a signaling institution of a non-market type. The discussion
is based on the controversy regarding the effectiveness and functionality of complaints in the field of housing
and communal services in Russia. The dysfunctionality of complaints is demonstrated in various cases of in-
stitutional abuse, with one of the results being the mimicry of the institution. The disussion will be continued
in the next November issue where the comments of Prof. Olga Bessonova will be published.

Dr. Polina Zhidkova (Independent research fellow; International Product Operations Strategist, HelloFresh
Se, Berlin) presents a paper ‘Determinants of Reasons for Financial Disagreements in Married or Cohabiting
Couples in Russia: Relational Sociology Approach’. Using a relational sociology framework, the study ex-
plores five types of financial disagreements between spouses or cohabiting persons in the context of Russian
families. Data were collected from the Survey of Consumer Finance containing dyadic data for 3,503 Russian
couples in 2018. Partners’ different attitudes towards money, women’s share of family income; traditionalist
attitudes, and conflict over income were used as major explanatory variables.

Ahmet Mert presents an analytical review ‘The Ontological Disunity of Money in Sociological Theory’. Con-
sidering the theories of Marx, Simmel, Moss, and Zelizer, the author argues that money is examined in so-
ciological theory at three ontological levels, namely: (1) Determinate being of money, which is immediately
experienced and singularly represented, (2) the representation of money, on which the perception of money
stuff as money is grounded and (3) the objectivity of money, which stands behind money as such. It is shown
that in all these theories the consistent account of money seems to be possible only due to the negation of the
other ontological planes of money and that creates ontological disunity within all these theories.

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Abstract

The article analyzes the increasing importance of visual media content in
the daily life of Russian women with children under the age of 3 and sug-
gests methods for studying visual social networks, both graphic and inter-
textual content. Based on the theory of social construction of gender, the
authors introduce the concept of “non-maternal practices of young moth-
ers”, defining it as a set of actions performed by women during maternity
leave and aimed at meeting their social, economic, psychological needs
that arise from the disappearance of the usual rhythm of life. A significant
part of these practices is implemented in the online space, which makes it
possible to resolve the problem of their social isolation during this period.
We analyzed 720 social media accounts to understand what the thematic
field of the modern mother community is and what types of economic
activity are implemented in it. The results of the study represent a clas-
sification of online practices of young mothers implemented in social net-
works and aimed at obtaining an economic effect. The classification is
based on the principle of dominant agency: real or virtual. A feature of the
first group is the choice of practices aimed at creating a product or pro-
viding services in direct interaction with the consumer (food production,
clothing manufacturing, hairdressing and cosmetology services, educa-
tion, and creative crafts), and the social network acts aimed at promoting
a product or service. The second group focuses on the direct use of the
digital environment as an economic resource (blogging, online consulta-
tions, network marketing). Most practices spring from women’s desire for
communication, self-realization, and earnings, which is understandable in
terms of gender analysis and economic realities. However, some actions
may have problematic sociocultural consequences. The riskiness of the
digital environment is associated with psychological consequences, in-
cluding the formation of Internet addiction, as well as negative economic
effects (the vulnerability of young mothers to Internet fraud, the discrep-
ancy between time and labor costs, and the profit received). The main
conclusion of the article is that the study of women’s online economic
practices during maternity leave with a focus on non-maternity practices
is a promising and strategically important area of research in the land-
scape of modern motherhood.

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Abstract

In this paper, we study the role of urban development instruments in
structuring the interactions among the key urban politics actors: citizens,
developers, public authorities, and experts. Using the sociological institu-
tionalism approach, we collected 39 interviews with relevant stakehold-
ers in four large Russian cities (Tyumen, Perm, Ekaterinburg, and Novo-
sibirsk) intending to uncover the “logic of appropriateness” behind the
interpretation of the major formal planning instruments: general plans,
land use, development rules, and public hearings. We show that follow-
ing the formal rules of the planning process is based on their legally bind-
ing nature rather than on their embeddedness in normative-value orders.
Consequently, the variability of the planning rules is determined by both
the power asymmetry between the stakeholders of urban politics, and
also by the absence of a general consensus regarding the value of these
rules. We also demonstrate that while the informants almost universally
critique general plans, they see some potential in the land use and devel-
opment rules and the public hearings as instruments to build a local con-
sensus. In other words, the problem of rule-following in urban planning
has a distinct sociological dimension: the lack of a common value base
in planning opens up a field of opportunities for rent-seeking behavior.

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Complaints, their forms, and their functions, as well as their institutionaliza-
tion in various sectors of the economy, attract increasing interest among scien-
tists around the world. According to O. S. Sukharev, ideas about the socio-psy-
chological nature of complaints suggest a certain dysfunction of the relevant
institution, which reduces its effectiveness but does not lead to its collapse.

communal services in Russia. The author’s position is that the institution under

consideration is not fully effective due to various circumstances. The dysfunc-
tionality of complaints is demonstrated in various cases of institutional abuse, with one of the results being
the mimicry of the institution as defined by E. V. Balatsky (a complaint as a denunciation). Special attention is
paid to the phenomenon of vacuous, perfunctory bureaucratic replies to complaints, considered an institutional
trap by V. M. Polterovich. The problem of false signals of complaints and their consequences is analyzed. The
advantages of a personal appeal as an informal way of solving a problem are compared to a formal written
complaint. At the same time, the role of transaction costs in the choice of one or another method of filing a
complaint is noted. In conclusion, a forecast is given about the decrease in the functionality of the institution
of complaints in modern Russian conditions in relation to the housing and communal services.

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Determinants of Reasons for Financial
Disagreements in Married or Cohabiting Couples
in Russia: Relational Sociology Approach

Abstract

At present, research on financial disagreements is extensive but general. There
are no studies of financial conflicts in Russian families. Taking into consideration
the values of partners in dyadic relationships by utilizing relational sociology
framework, the study explores five types of financial disagreements: (i) value
conflict, (ii) conflict over price, (iii) conflict over necessity, (iv) goal conflict, and
(v) conflict over income, in order to detail the structure and the various reasons
behind conflicts about money in Russian families; and aims to understand the
determinants behind each type.

The analysis was built on the 2018 wave of the Survey of Consumer Finance that
presents dyadic data for 3,503 Russian couples. Regression models were calcu-
lated for men and women separately to identify gender effects.
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All the considered reasons for financial disagreements are caused in part by part-
ners’ different attitudes towards money. In addition, the increase in women’s
share of family income increases the likelihood of conflict over price; traditional-
ist attitudes correlate with an increase in goal conflict; and conflict over income
Email: polina.zdk@gmail. is connecte(‘i With dissatisfactipn \yith the decision-making process.

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Introduction

In the last several decades, the interest in financial topics in family sociology
has deepened. Scholars pay attention to financial management, investigate fi-
nancial power, and compare different types of labor division within families.
This study focuses on financial disagreements as a particular subtopic of this
developing field. Considering the presence of the significant association between
financial disagreements and the increasing rate of divorce [Amato, Rogers 1997,
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Zagorsky 2003; Cubbins, Vannoy 2004; Britt, Huston, Durband 2010; Dew 2009; 2011; Dew, Britt, Hus-
ton 2012], the study aims to expand our understanding of the factors behind the alarming rate of divorce in
Russia [Zakharov 2015].

Why, and how, do financial disagreements matter? Previous research has shown that partners assign the most
negative evaluations to their financial conflicts in comparison to other types of marital arguments [Dew, Britt,
Huston 2012; Mitchell, Bullard, Mudd 1962]. Financial topics are more acutely perceived as a source of dis-
agreements [Papp, Cummings, Goeke-Morey 2009] and are frequently solved through negative tactics (e. g.,
enforcement or threats; [Dew, Dakin 2011]). The inevitable embeddedness of money in daily life and the
fact that people cannot ignore disagreements over financial decisions, mean that these disagreements tend to
get worse if not resolved. These problems occur in families at every economic level, regardless of whether
couples are under economic pressure or not [Dew, Britt, Huston 2012].

Previous studies, however, rarely delve into the particular reasons for, and structures of financial conflicts in
families. Two main directions of the research tend to identify the general effect of disagreements on relation-
ships and to study families’ strategies for conflict resolution. This study takes into consideration that some
types of disagreements over finances appear more profound and acute, thus rejecting the wholesale labeling of
money conflict as the main threat to family stability, and suggesting instead a more careful investigation into
the variety of conflicts and the possible factors behind their emergence. The research also aims to understand
particular determinants behind different types of financial disagreements in Russian families, a topic that so
far has received little attention.

The past century has seen considerable changes in family organization in Russia. In the Soviet period, near-
ly universal employment led to the prevalence of the dual-earner family type. Post-Soviet transformations
brought new types of family structures, for example, couples in which one partner (usually, male) is a bread-
winner while another stays at home [Ibragimova, Guseva 2015]. This change has considerably decreased the
stability and predictability of family incomes [Guseva 2008]. The course of history in Russia also differs from
the historical trends in the majority of Western countries in which the progress from a traditional to a more
egalitarian family structure and labor division had been almost linear. Today, regardless of family structure
and financial management model, the patterns of decision-making in the bulk of Russian families remain pa-
triarchal [Ibragimova 2016]. Women tend to seek equality, but the reason they give for seeking equality is that
they see the material provision of their families as unsatisfactory [Vovk 2007].

The dominant financial management model in Russian families is complete or partial pooling of incomes. The
next popular model is the female whole wage system [Ibragimova 2012], and the less the family income, the
more probability that the family money is being managed by a woman [Fodor, Vicsek 2006; Ibragimova, Gu-
seva 2015]. This reflects theories arguing that when women are in charge of taking financial decisions within
the family, more resources are allocated to the common family needs and especially the needs of children,
whereas men tend to make more leisure-related purchases which are implicitly seen as more individualistic
and less necessary [Ferree 1990]. So, given the financial issues of Russian families and women’s aspirations
to spend more on the family, financial disagreements may become a difficult problem to solve.

This brings us to the research question of the present study. What, exactly, determines the emergence of the
different types of financial disagreements between married and cohabiting partners in Russia? Answering
this question is possible by answering the questions about the structure of financial disagreements in Russian
families and the determinants of reasons for financial disagreements. This study contributes to the research on
financial disagreements in three ways. First, it departs from the general discussion of familial financial issues
in favor of detailing the reasons for different types of financial disagreements and their prevalence. Second,
it integrates the most common theories that cover the scope of financial issues within the family in one theo-
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retical framework and brings a novel approach to the field—relational sociology. Using dyadic data on 3503
Russian couples from the third wave of the Survey of Consumer Finance (2018), this theoretical framework
is tested to explain the determinants of different types of financial disagreements between partners in couples.
Third, it shows the significance of considering partners’ values when analyzing financial situations within the
family and argues that the single factor of partners having different attitudes toward money becomes the un-
derlying cause for all the considered types of reasons for financial disagreements. At the same time, there are
aspects of family life that differ in their effect on various types of financial conflicts.

Theoretical Framework

Financial disagreements revolve around various issues. They usually include purchasing decisions, contra-
dictions between desires and needs, unforeseen expenses, lack of savings, and problems with debts [Romo,
Abetz 2016]. The underlying or the more general causes for these issues include contradiction in partners’
goals, the difference in their attitudes toward money, shortage of resources, and so on [Romo 2015]. Financial
disagreements may also reflect deeper issues in relationships, such as the issues of power, involvement, re-
spect, and fidelity [Dew, Stewart 2012].

Relational sociology, the main theoretical approach in this study, emphasizes the importance of consider-
ing relations when interpreting social phenomena. Since the famous study by Zelizer (2002), sociologists
have moved away from viewing money as a depersonalized instrument and embraced the fact that people
personalize money and assign different meanings to it [Morduch 2017]. Thus, the values and norms used in
the process of the moral evaluation of money, inform accounting and the more general financial aspects of
decisions [Wherry 2017]. Relational work occurs when people have to correlate their means of exchange with
social relations, so relational accounting places individual decisions into the social and cultural context. But
the problem of social relations is that they are invisible and immaterial until their presence becomes irritating,
or when the need for them becomes palpable because of their absence [Donati 2016]. Here, we can see that a
family or partnership is a union with its own structure, values, norms, and systems of evaluation, but there are
only two basic comprising “molecules” of this union: (i) two different people and (ii) the set of their respective
attitudes. If their attitudes—especially to the potentially problematic matter of money—are incompatible, the
relational workload in the family will be too heavy to be imperceptible, or at least easy to manage. Conflict
about money and its usage may occur if one or both partners are dissatisfied with the financial exchange or
decisions within the family. Financial disagreements, however, may also stem from deeper relational issues.
In this case, relational work in financial areas may be insufficient, and general relations have to be addressed
[Dew 2011]. The latter is, in turn, vital for couples’ stability, as cultural frameworks and stereotypes challenge
and pressure the families in their social life [Romo, Abetz 2016].

Nonetheless, the use of the relational sociology framework for studying financial disagreements appears to be
rather novel. Several theoretical approaches within psychological and sociological literature address conflict
in relationships. One scope of research uses theories focused on conflict as a means of communication and
problem-solving (e. g., [Christensen, Heavey 1990; Dew, Britt, Huston 2012]). For example, the theory of
family systems considers different aspects of the interaction between partners; the conflict here may serve as
an instrument to build a healthier relationship. The theory of goods allocation defines the meaning of money
through power and control. Money, thus, becomes an instrument for managing gender relations in the deci-
sion-making process, contributing to the patterns of dependency and financial control. The commonly used
exchange theories (e. g., [DeMaris 2007; Britt et al 2008; Dew, Britt, Huston 2012; Archuleta 2013]) see that
the rationale for marriage union is that spouses intend to benefit from the intrafamily exchange of resources.
Relationship problems occur when the results of interaction fall short of expectations. In this case, partners’
satisfaction is the main determinant of family stability.
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These theories seem effective in the study of marital conflicts, but lack any significant consideration of the content
of partners’ disagreements and argumentation. However, some links between these theories may be drawn to un-
derstand the processes that may lead to different reasons for financial disagreements within couples. For this, each
partner’s values should be taken as the core factor underlying financial disagreements in couples. In exchange the-
ory, these values influence the mechanism of intrafamilial financial exchange and goods allocation. Resources that
partners have, in turn, define the systems of power, control, and the overall interaction between partners, which
brings us to the theory of goods allocation. Exchange theory may be drawn upon to suggest that the problems with
financial exchange lead to dissatisfaction and the lack of positive communication, which consequently erode into
financial conflicts. Relational sociology will prompt that the latter have to be resolved through relational work,
which also predominantly depends on partners’ values. In sum, this study attaches the central role to partners’ val-
ues and attitudes toward money to analyze different reasons for financial disagreements.

The relational sociology approach suggests that relationships have to be considered from different angles. The
first angle is the relational situation in which the partners find themselves (e. g., are they officially married or
do they cohabit?). The second is the instruments they use to manage their financial accounting. The most im-
portant thing to understand is the partners’ values (as the core category of the theoretical framework) and the
way they correspond to each partner’s relational needs and aspirations. Their values, in turn, influence their
perceptions of labor division. And yet, the study of such perceptions alone is insufficient. Additional attention
needs to be paid to the level of satisfaction with the real processes within the family, as this may show whether
partners carry out enough relational work, or do not.

Even though there are not many studies on the topic, some empirical background can be drawn upon to support
the theoretical framework. Previous research showed that there are several general determinants of financial
disagreements: the presence of financial management practices, the longer length of relationships, the higher
intensity of family communication, and the higher level of perceived stability of finances decrease the prob-
ability of financial conflicts [Williams, Berry 1984; Britt et al. 2008; Britt, Huston, Durband 2010]. The more
women work, the fewer financial disagreements they report, whereas men report more financial disagreements
if their wives are temporarily employed. Equal income increases financial conflict for women, but not for men
[Dew, Stewart 2012]. If women’s incomes are significantly higher than those of men, the frequency of finan-
cial disagreements rises [Britt, Huston, Durband 2010]. Partners with low levels of consumption argue over
finances more often than those with high levels [Britt, Huston, Durband 2010].

The present study aims to find the determinants of financial disagreements for Russian couples in general but
also focuses on five different types of financial disagreements that have not been, as such, studied previously:
(1) value conflict, (ii) conflict over price, (iii) conflict over necessity, (iv) goal conflict, and (v) conflict over
income. (These types were identified in the previously conducted qualitative stage of this study; the descrip-
tion of their emergence and testing is provided in the “Measures” section.) Qualitative findings were further
adjusted to comply with the theoretical framework and the previous studies in the field. Based on the find-
ings, the present study identifies the factor of cohabitation versus marriage, attitudes toward money, amount
of income and the differences in the ways it is earned, the process of decision-making (as an aspect of general
communication), perceptions of labor division, and perceived stability of finances as the main variables that
predict the difference in the type of reasons for financial disagreements. The following sections describe the
detailed characteristics of each variable.

Hypotheses
The first variable is the partners’ relational situation—are they officially married, or do they cohabit? It has

been found that married partners establish a common understanding of their roles and aims more often than
cohabiting ones, and experience fewer conflicts in comparison to cohabiting couples [Batalova, Cohen 2004;
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Lippe, Voorpostel, Hewitt 2014]. They have to employ less relational work to address minor questions, as their
general goals are usually aligned. On the contrary, cohabiting partners may have more financial disagreements
that can consequently ruin their relationships. Also, the practice of making independent financial decisions
within the family decreases relationships’ level of satisfaction and increases the probability of separation or
divorce [Addo, Sassler 2010]. Financial disagreements may become an intermediary factor in this situation.
It is also supposed that value conflict is the most important and complex factor leading to the severance of a
relationship. By this, it is meant that partners adopt a generally different position towards money as an institu-
tion, holding different views on the matters of savings, credit, and debt; they strive to be independent in their
financial decisions, and they do not find common ground in their negotiations. Combining this theoretical
framework with some empirical findings, the following is expected:

H 1.1: Cohabitation in comparison to official marriage increases the probability of the emergence of
value conflicts.

Considering value conflicts, the study turns to the core concept of the theoretical framework—the values that
partners have. As it is understood from the relational sociology framework and previously from the collective ap-
proach [Addo, Sassler 2010], partners who have common values and strategies, and tend to pool their resources,
also have more commitment to the family and are more confident in the family’s common future. This is con-
firmed by the empirical research that shows that shared financial goals and attitudes increase marital quality and
satisfaction [Archuleta 2013]. However, research by Rick, Small, Finkel (2011) showed that people tend to marry
those partners who have the opposite pattern of consumption (and, consequently, attitudes toward money): spend-
thrifts (those who spend a lot and do not tend to save) are attracted to tightwads (those who prefer saving, not
spending). These differences, in turn, lead to a situation in which partners have to carry out a significant amount
of relational work to resolve financial issues when building their relationships. In conclusion, it is expected that:

H 1.2: The same attitudes toward money (spendthrift—spendthrift or tightwad—tightwad couple) de-
crease the probability of the emergence of value conflicts.

Relationships in today’s world are also complicated by the influence of the partners’ respective economic
positions. Within-couple power and dependency mechanisms usually reflect the resources that each partner
has. The relational and accounting work has to be representative of the power im/balance within the family to
debug the system of interaction around financial issues. Problems may occur when the ratio of the attachment
in relationships to the relational outcomes, is far from equal. This may lead to relationship break-up [De-
Maris 2007; Dew, Stewart 2012]. Partners with a significant difference in income who do carry out sufficient
relational work around power mechanisms may also have more disagreements. In this study, it is expected that
income affects partners’ perception of their needs and desires, leading to price conflicts—the type that occurs
if one perceives the price of goods as too high and the other insists on the purchase.

H 2: Significant difference in income increases the probability of price conflict.

Another important aspect of partners’ relational work is labor division, especially the division of household
tasks and responsibilities. Some scholars that carried out research outside of Russia (e. g., [Kluwer, Heesi-
nk, Van de Vliert 1996]) argue that spouses’, especially wives’, negative attitudes toward the distribution of
household chores in the family are an important predictor of conflict. The reason for this is that women are
more commonly deprived of both money and power, and are more likely to express their discontent than do
men. In Russia, there is still no significant redistribution of household chores within the family, as a wife’s
employment outside one’s home has little effect on the increase in the time spent by her husband on household
chores [Balabanova 2005; Vovk 2007]. The bulk of the financial decisions nowadays are male-dominated;
men’s decisions are valued higher, and concern larger sums of money than those of women. Women’s deci-
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sions, on the contrary, are often framed as “women’s business”, a concept that implies that they are trivial
[Sun 2010: 7]. However, one common understanding about financial resources counts them among the com-
pensatory mechanisms. The financial contribution of the partner with a higher income may be seen as compen-
sation for the injustice incurred by the distribution of roles within the household [Brines 1994; Fodor 2010].
Thus, if the partner with fewer economic and power resources sees the family share from the other partner
as sufficient compensation for the perceived deprivation or imbalance, he or she may accept the deprivation
without seeing it as an issue. These mechanisms, however, are not usually openly discussed or expressed, and
are sometimes experienced in family life as a silent consequence of social norms or differences in partners’
social backgrounds [Komter 1989]. If not enough relational work is done, partners who feel excluded from the
decision-making process and are also dissatisfied with the income that the other partner receives, may voice
their discontent and bring the family into conflict over family income. Here, it is assumed that:

H 3: Dissatisfaction with the decision-making process within the couple positively affects the prob-
ability of financial disagreements over income.

It had been previously argued that marital happiness in part depends on the firm structuration of household
chores: couples who have developed a clearer system of labor division are more satisfied with their relation-
ships and form a more stable union [Schaninger, Buss 1986; Perry-Jenkins, Repetti, Crouter 2000]. It may be
assumed that partners whose preferences in the distribution of household chores reflect traditional family val-
ues, have to put in less relational work in these processes, as their attitudes find a systematic reflection in fam-
ily life. The egalitarian perspective, on the contrary, leads to attempts to negotiate and re-negotiate everything,
causing stress and provoking conflict [Kirchler 1990]. The same picture emerged in the qualitative interviews
conducted specifically for the present analysis. When partners reported having an egalitarian perspective on
household chores, they faced problems with sticking to their financial goals. The financial goal that they have
agreed upon as a first step got sabotaged by the attempts of either one of them to renegotiate the goal, so their
relational work became quite irritating. Assuming that the perceptions of household chores’ distribution and
the norms of partners’ behaviors are usually embedded into the financial goals that partners set for themselves,
it is expected that:

H 4: Having an egalitarian perspective on household chores may lead to conflicts between partners
in relation to setting financial goals.

The last family characteristic to be discussed is perceived financial stability. Zagorsky (2003) found gender
differences in evaluating marital financial well-being: men tend to report the assets that the family possesses
(automobiles, homes, etc.), whereas women focus on the absence of financial problems and debts. Therefore,
it may be assumed that gender differences in the perception of financial stability may raise the frequency of
financial disagreements [Britt, Huston, Durband 2010]. Also, men tend to take more risks in their financial
decisions [Hira, Loibl 2008]. This may lead to larger spending or higher tolerance for incurring debts or taking
credits to increase the wealth of the family. Consequently, these differences in perceptions have to be discussed
and worked through, although it is known that people tend to postpone communicating on such topics until
the problem occurs [Trachtman 1999]. Thus, it can be easily imagined that if the man in the union appreciates
having a lot of assets and wants to buy things that would reflect the family status, the woman’s evaluation of
these things comes from another perspective, and she could dispute the necessity of the purchase. The man’s
satisfaction with the purchase may be countered by the woman’s sense of financial instability if the purchase
is made despite the money problems plaguing the family (e. g., debts). The relational work here is complicated
by the fact that partners often do not realize the reasons behind each other’s positions, and cannot assign the
correct number of accounting procedures to be discussed. In sum, it is assumed that:

H 5: Women s reports of family debts increase the probability of conflicts over necessity.
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Method
Data

The empirical part of the study was based on the third wave of the Survey of Consumer Finance. In Russia,
6012 households and 12 137 individuals participated in the survey in 2018. Research center “Demoscope”
conducted the study using a probabilistic, stratified multistage territorial sample, with the condition of triple
visits of interviewers to every household. Every household participated in a special group survey, with every
household member older than 18 answering the individual survey. This classic, truly probabilistic targeted
sample of households allows extrapolating results to the entire population of the Russian Federation as well
as to certain specific sociodemographic groups, and to verify the accuracy of the information by statistical
methods. For Russia, it is a unique dataset that has a significant amount of interval information on people’s
incomes, debts, savings, investments, and so on.

Another important advantage of the chosen database is that both spouses were interviewed and the couple
(partners in an official marriage or cohabiting) can be analyzed as a whole. The analysis was drawn on N =
3503 partnerships. The most important part of the dataset was the partners’ answers to the question about
the presence of financial disagreements. A relatively small number of people, 70 men (2.0%) and 55 women
(1.6%), had missing values for this question. The data relating to these people were subsequently discarded
from the analysis. To identify the determinants for the reasons for financial disagreements, we can rely on the
answers from 1425 men and 1543 women who reported having financial disagreements with their partners and
replied to the question about the reasons.

Measures

Dependent Variable. The discussion and results presented in this paper, are a part of the study focused on dif-
ferent aspects of financial disagreements in Russian couples. Prior to the statistical analysis, the author had
completed a qualitative study stage in order to identify the main reasons for financial disagreements in Russia
and to create their typology. In-depth, one-on-one interviews were conducted with 35 couples (70 partners
participated), and the types of disagreements described previously were identified.

These types became dependent variables in the study. Later on, the typology formed the basis of a new set of
questions in the 2018 Survey of Consumer Finance. Prior to the survey, questions were subjected to an expert
triangulation procedure and then tested in a pilot study. The respondents were asked to choose all the reasons
that cause financial disagreements between them (see Table 1).

6. You have a disagreement over the necessity of purchase (Your partner thinks that something is
needed while you reject the need)

Goals conflict 7. You have a goal to save money but your partner doesn’t see value in doing this
8. Your partner has a goal to save money but you don’t see value in doing this

Value conflict 9. You experience situations when, for example, you want to take a loan but your partner is completely
against loans as a concept or vice versa
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For the analysis, we are using every conflict type as a separate logistic regression model with a binary depen-
dent variable. Men and women are analyzed separately to account for gender differences.

This study also analyzed the determinants of having financial disagreements in general. This was measured
by the question “How often during the last 12 months there were disagreements over money between you and
your partner?” Based on the distribution characteristics, the category never was encoded as having no financial
disagreements, whereas categories rarely, from time to time, and always were encoded as having such an issue.

Here are some results: 41.5% of men and 44.8% of women reported having financial disagreements. Among
those who reported having such an issue in their family, conflict over necessity was most common. It was
pointed out by 81.0% of men and 79.0% of women. The rarer types were goals conflicts, reported by 35.5% of
men and 36.0% of women; and value conflict that was acknowledged by 35.0% of men and 34.0% of women.

Conflict over income has its own characteristics. To measure this type of conflict, both partners were asked
two questions:

1. You are not satisfied with the amount of earnings of your husband/partner/wife.
2. Your husband/partner/wife is not satisfied with your earnings.

Thus, disagreement can be measured from two points of view: (i) if the man is dissatisfied with the woman’s
earnings (in the man’s and woman'’s perception) and (i1) if the woman is dissatisfied with the man’s earnings (in
the man’s and woman’s perception). For analysis purposes, the results were united because only 5.4% of men
are dissatisfied with women’s earnings, whereas 16.0% of women report dissatisfaction with men’s earnings.

Eighty percent of men and 81% of women reported having more than one type of financial disagreement. The
most common combination was conflict over both necessity and price (18% of men and 17% of women). Five
percent of both men and women also reported having conflicts over price, necessity, and earnings, whereas
4% of men and 5% of women stated that they have price, necessity, and value-related conflicts simultaneously.
Nine percent of men and 8% of women reported that while having financial disagreements, none of the reasons
that were provided in the questionnaire fit their situation.

Attitudes toward money. The results of cluster analysis were used to measure the attitudes. Each partner evalu-
ated five statements:

You try to save money for the future.

You try to save money regularly, even a small amount.

You always try to have at least some amount of money for unforeseen expenses, just in case.
You are quite responsible when it comes to financial management.

You learn from the mistakes of other people in personal financial management.

Two clusters—spendthrifts and tightwads—formed, which corresponds to the previous research [Rick, Small,
Finkel 2011]. People who try to save each penny, have money for rainy days, evaluate themselves as respon-
sible in financial decisions, and learn from financial mistakes were classified as “tightwads,” whereas those
with opposite characteristics were labeled as “spendthrifts.” According to the hypothesis, it was also important
to identify whether partners have common or different attitudes.

Attitudes toward labor division. This variable was computed using principal component analysis; three factors

(KMO-measure equals 0.62 for men and 0.61 for women, which means that factor is adequate) explaining at-
titudes toward labor division, were identified:
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1. The superior position of men: it is considered bad if the wife earns more than the husband. The final
say in financial management is up to the man. All household chores and the labor associated with rais-
ing children is women’s work, even if her family-unrelated workload is heavier than that of the man.

2. The ideology of intensive motherhood: It is considered bad for children and the marital relationship
if the woman works a lot outside the household. A working mother cannot provide sufficient care to
her children.

3. Egalitarian attitudes: Spouses have to share all the responsibilities within the household. All adults
in the household may take upon themselves the right and the responsibility of managing the money.
Work for women is a way to achieve independence.

Control Variables. In light of the previous research on disagreements and finances within couples, this study
controlled for several variables in the analysis of the determinants. The first control was the relative age of
partners (husband’s age minus wife’s age) [Cubbins, Vannoy 2004], with the average difference standing at
2,19 years. The length of relationships, which affects the perceptions of household labor division and the qual-
ity of relationships [Cubbins, Vannoy 2004; Dew, Britt, Huston 2012], was the second control. In 50% of the
sample, the relationship lasted under 23 years. We also controlled if it was a first marriage (official) for each
partner or any one of them was married more than once. For 74% of men and 74,8% of women, it was the first
official union in their lives. The next control variable was the presence of children younger than 18 years old
because having preadult children increases the likelihood of conflict situations within the family [Margolin,
Gordis, John 2001]. Only 35,9% of households reported having a child under 18 years old, among them more
than 50% of households have the youngest child under 7 y. o. Finally, the education of partners [Dew 2009]
and their employment statuses [Davis, Jacobsen, Anderson 2012] were taken into account. 24,5% of men
and 31,3% of women reported having a university degree or higher. Employment statuses were measured by
a binary variable (working/not working) as among men 66% were employed, 33,8% unemployed, and only
0,2% had a status of having vacation/parental leave/sabbatical; among women, 54% were employed, 40,8%
unemployed and 5,2% were on maternity leave (their number was added to ‘not working’ category).

Analytical Strategy. The analysis was built on the logistic regression approach. The regression models were
calculated for men and women separately to identify important, in the context of the study, gender effects.
Six models were used: the first model had the dependent variable that shows if the partner reports having any
financial disagreements at all, and the remaining five models used each type of financial disagreement as the
variable of interest.

Results
Determinants of Having Financial Disagreements

In the first step, the study analyzes the determinants of having financial disagreements as an issue in a relation-
ship by employing binary logistic regression. Two models that represent men’s and women’s positions on the
question of having financial disagreements are discussed.

This model includes the interpretation of every variable, including controls, whereas the following steps are
focused only on those variables that were hypothesized. It can be seen (see Table 2) that partners have nearly
the same sets of determinants, which work in the same direction: Different attitudes toward money, profes-
sional education of men, having preadult children, and employment status of men (‘working man’) increase
the probability of having financial disagreements, whereas satisfaction with the decision-making process de-
creases this probability. The most interesting empirical finding here is that egalitarian attitudes decrease the
chance of reporting financial disagreements for men, but they increase it for women.

In the following steps, each type of financial disagreement is analyzed according to the hypotheses (see Ta-
ble 3). The best explanatory capability in terms of model quality holds the model built for the conflicts over
earnings, while value conflict has the lowest quality measurements.

Value Conflict. When analyzing value conflicts as a dependent variable, both hypotheses (H 1.1 and H 1.2) are
confirmed: For both genders, different attitudes toward money within a couple increase the probability of hav-
ing value conflicts, and the same can be said about cohabitation (but the effect is rather small and significant
only for men). It is also remarkable that contrary to what was hypothesized, being a couple of two spendthrifts
increases the likelihood of reporting value conflicts for men. It is also worth mentioning that having spend-
thrift attitudes toward money works in the opposite direction for genders: For men, it decreases the probability
of reporting value conflicts, whereas it increases this probability for women.

Conflict over price. Income really matters as far as conflicts over price are concerned (H 2). Thus, the bigger
the share of a woman’s income, the higher the probability of both partners reporting conflicts over price. This
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result reflects the hypothesis, but in relative—not absolute—measures. The traditional income model within
the family also affects the emergence of conflicts over price, although this effect is significant only for women.

Conflict over earnings. Satisfaction with financial decisions within the family negatively affects the probabili-
ty of salary conflicts for both genders, and the effect size is relatively high here (H 3), 1. e. the more the partners
satisfied with financial decision-making, the fewer conflicts over earnings they have. Also, the more income
the partners earn, the lower the probability of them reporting conflicts over earnings, which is quite obvious.

Goal Conffict. One of the most interesting findings is the impact of egalitarian attitudes on goal conflicts (H 4).
Egalitarian attitudes indeed increase the probability of this type of conflict, but it happens only for women,;
egalitarian attitudes of men decrease the likelihood of goal conflicts. At the same time, traditionalist attitudes
increase the probability for both genders, although this was not hypothesized.

Speaking about the socio-demographic characteristics of the family, it is worth noting that in the female
model, being in the second or subsequent marriage slightly increases the likelihood of conflict of goals for
women, while any type of financial management other than the pooling of resources significantly increases
the likelihood of its occurrence. This conclusion turns out to be unexpected since it was the pooling strategy
that seemed to lead to a conflict of goals due to the likelihood of over-discussing and multiple re-setting of the
goals.

Conflict over necessity. Women’s report of family debts (H 5) is an insignificant variable in both models for
predicting conflicts over necessity. However, the trends in gender models indicate that if the wife reports that
the family has debts and financial problems, there is an increased probability of her husband, but not herself,
reporting conflicts over necessity. The effect for women contradicts the hypothesis and questions their assess-
ment of processes within the family.

Since the conflict of necessity is the most common type of conflict, we cannot ignore it and confine ourselves
to interpreting the results following the previously formulated hypothesis. It turns out that income plays an
important role in the male model—a man’s income reduces the likelihood of this type of conflict in the family.
For women, this factor also plays a role, but the effect size is much smaller. Relative income (the share of a
woman’s income in the total family income) makes strong differences in gender patterns: for women, a high
share of her income increases the likelihood of a conflict of necessity, while for men this determinant shows
the opposite effect. Also, an extraordinary trend is observed among both men and women: if the man’s spouse
believes that they have a fixed budget for housekeeping in their family, it reduces the likelihood of a conflict
over necessity reported by a man. At the same time, if a man believes that the family has sole male or female
management, a fixed budget for housekeeping, or a pool, then this reduces the likelihood of a woman reporting
a conflict over necessity. At the same time, as in assessing the presence of financial conflicts in general, the
likelihood of a conflict over necessity increases if the woman is in her second or subsequent marriage.

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Additional Analysis

Satisfaction with the Decision-Making Process and its Role in the Models. 1t can be seen that the variable
reflecting partners’ satisfaction with the financial decision-making process within the family is significant for
all the models and has relatively large effect sizes. It also affects all the dependent variables in one direction:
when partners are satisfied with the decision-making process, they are less likely to report any reason for
having financial disagreements. Theoretically, it may be assumed that this variable is very close to all types
of financial disagreements and directly reflects the conflict situation within the family. However, testing this
assumption using statistical methods showed a significant inverse correlation between satisfaction and report-
ing of financial disagreements, but the strength of this correlation is quite low (—0.204 for men and —0.209
for women). We can also recall the results of a study on the direction of the relationship between satisfaction
and communication [Lavner, Karney, Bradbury 2016], which showed that satisfaction is more likely to be a
predictor of communication. Since we view conflict as a form of communication, we suggest that financial
decision satisfaction should still be seen as a determinant rather than a result of communication problems.

However, there is another possible explanation for this phenomenon. When considering financial power, it is
worth highlighting not only open but also hidden and latent forms. When using latent power, one of the part-
ners deliberately manipulates the situation by avoiding conflict and instilling such ideologies that the second
partner submits [ Vogler 1998]. It turns out that when we ask about the existence of financial disagreements and
ask partners to name their reasons, we can see only those couples in which the open type of power prevails.
And the presence of dissatisfaction with financial decisions can become an indicator of hidden power because
dissatisfaction does not always develop into a conflict, and yet it indicates certain problems in the union, in-
cluding, incidentally, problems with communication.

Robustness Checks. An additional analysis was performed to analyze the robustness of the identified models,
with the sample restricted to the employed. The results showed that the effects are rather similar for every type
of financial disagreement, but there are changes in the significance of coefficients. This may be explained by
the sample size issue, as it drops to 1008 men and 910 women.

Discussion

Financial disagreements seem to be a pressing issue for couples, and Russian couples are no exception. The
main motivation of this study was to identify what determines different types of financial disagreements be-
tween partners in Russia. The main overall assumption was that financial conflicts are different in structure,
and different reasons for their occurrence are determined by various aspects of family life. The study also
focused on the partners’ values, and the relational work consequential to their attitudes.

The first step of the analysis showed the determinants of financial disagreements in Russian couples. The like-
lihood of disagreements increases when partners have different attitudes toward money, men have professional
education, couples have preadult children, and men are working. Partners who are satisfied with the financial
decision-making process report fewer financial disagreements. These results make it clear that the Russian
context is quite different from the countries that were studied previously (e. g., the USA). Another remarkable
finding is that contrary to the studies (e. g., [Kirchler 1990]) that prove egalitarian attitudes increase the prob-
ability of financial conflict for both genders, the results of this study indicate that egalitarian attitudes decrease
the chances of reporting financial disagreements for men, but increase them for women. It can be assumed
here that two important factors affect this situation: the first is the fact that women tend to communicate their
dissatisfaction and problems more often, so having egalitarian attitudes may lead them to address the problems
and force their partners to handle any type of issue. Relational work is, thus, done, but it may be effective only
for one of the partners. The second thing is the feeling of deprivation experienced by a woman with egalitar-

ian values in the relationship with a “traditional” partner—he may acquire more power resources and may not
want to employ relational work to resolve problems and attenuate her dissatisfaction.

Drawing on the relational sociology approach, hypotheses were developed for five types of financial disagree-
ments.

One of the most important findings of this study is that partners’ values become one of the crucial variables
when considering financial issues within the couple. The relational sociology framework led us to assume that
having different attitudes toward money would affect the emergence of value conflicts. However, empirical
results show that this holds true for all suggested types of conflict; especially for value and goal conflicts for
both genders; and the probability of conflicts over earnings increases in this case for women.

Considering value conflict as the most important type of conflict, it was hypothesized that the difference in
relational situations would matter. This is partly true, as cohabitation significantly increases the likelihood of
value conflict for men. For women, this variable remains insignificant but shows the same trend. We assume
that cohabitation status in Russia does not significantly impact people’s relationships, and may be seen as
merely a transitory step to official marriage. Also, it takes less effort to end cohabitation than an official mar-
riage, so any serious value conflicts may be uneasy to track in cohabitation—partners may break up faster than
the survey arrives.

The analysis confirmed the hypothesis by showing that for both men and women, conflicts over price are
influenced by the share of income that each partner provides: the bigger the share of the woman’s income,
the more conflicts over price both partners would report. Britt, Huston, Durband (2010) found the same trend
for financial disagreements as a general issue, but this study may add something important. In the Russian
context, the share of a woman’s income does not affect the whole issue of financial disagreements. Instead,
it increases the conflict over price, which is relatively widespread among couples. Also, relative amounts of
income matter for price-related conflicts, whereas conflicts over earnings are influenced by absolute measures.
It is, of course, quite obvious: the more money partners have, the less discontent they show. As hypothesized
(H 3), conflict over earnings is affected by dissatisfaction with the decision-making process within the family.

The fourth hypothesis focused on the effect of egalitarian attitudes. They do matter, but they increase the likeli-
hood of goal conflict only for women. Applying the theoretical framework, it may be assumed that women are
more likely to start conversations around relational issues, and having egalitarian attitudes gives them a green
light to redefine their goals. Traditionalist attitudes were assumed to decrease goal conflicts, but the empirical
results show the opposite. There are studies (e. g., [Tsang et al. 2003]) that have reported the negative impact
of traditionalist attitudes on happiness in marriage, as this type of attitude is more often linked to dissatisfac-
tion with labor division. Here, some discussion of the Russian context may be needed. As the mean age of
the sample is approximately 50 years and the mean length of relationships is 23.64 years, it may be assumed
that the majority of partners went through socialization during the Soviet period. Consequently, they faced
the advent of new types of economy and social structure and the fast development of financial institutes at the
time when they entered the relationships. Thus, their expectations of and attitudes toward the formation of the
family were questioned by new types of family structures and financial institutes. This situation could become
problematic for relational work and goal setting.

The last hypothesis was confirmed only for one gender. Women'’s reports on family debts increase the prob-
ability of conflicts over necessity, but only for men (though the effect is insignificant). It can be assumed that
when a woman feels uncertain about financial assets, she provokes disagreements, but evaluates them as value
conflicts rather than conflicts over necessity. At the same time, the husband may view her arguments about any
purchase as an argument about necessity.
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Some results were not hypothesized, but they are worth mentioning. Contrary to the theoretical assumption,
having the same spendthrift attitudes within the couple increases the probability of reporting value conflicts
for men. It also contradicts the previous empirical results [Britt, Huston, Durband 2010] that showed that the
probability of financial disagreements is reduced in families with bigger expenditures. Why are men affected
by the tendency to waste that is held by both partners? Zagorsky (2003) emphasized the importance of positive
assets in men’s evaluation of well-being. Presumably, men feel more discontent with their partners’ wasteful-
ness which may preclude the couple from setting more ambitious financial goals.

The next important result is the role of dissatisfaction with the decision-making process within the family. It was
hypothesized to be the predictor of only one type of financial disagreement, but the findings show that it affects
every type in the same way—dissatisfied partners are more likely to report financial disagreements. This begs
the question if the dissatisfaction is already one form of financial disagreement within the family—if partners
are dissatisfied, they may already have open or latent disagreements. Considering that money has been proved
to be the last taboo in communication [Atwood 2012], reporting dissatisfaction becomes a channel to show
that something goes wrong with power distribution within the family, and the partners are not ready to force a
conflict situation. However, this may be assumed only on the theoretical level, as there is only a low correlation
between two variables of interest. It may also reflect the latent power identified by Lukes [Vogler 1998], as the
dissatisfied partner is unable to go into the conflict because he or she feels the pressure of family ideology.

The study also shows that the ideas and attitudes that spouses share or do not, make other characteristics of
modern marriage and relationships fade into the background and appear less significant in comparison. The
more incompatibilities emerge in a relationship, and the more “puzzle pieces” of the spouses do not fit to-
gether, the more loaded become the financial conflict.

The limitation of the present research is the endogeneity problem regarding the link between partners’ satis-
faction and their report of financial conflicts. However, the theoretical framework allows the assumption that
the direction of the effect was chosen correctly. Also, the study as a whole may be subject to concerns about
endogeneity, as some directions of links may be reversed. Here, it is assumed that the length of relationships
as a control variable may show that the direction was correctly defined. When deciding to use a ready-made
database, the possibility of measuring the concept of “financial disagreements” and its operationalization
is reduced. Nevertheless, it is also understood that conflict is a complex and multidimensional concept that
involves many stages and takes different forms. In this regard, simplifying the measurement of the concept
through the frequency of financial disagreements and the choice of reasons was considered appropriate for
quantitative research. The last thing is the problem of selection. In spite of the panel character of the chosen
database, the design of the analysis was cross-sectional and used only the last wave. This means that the study
does not include families that may have already gone through a divorce in previous years.

Russian context of the study may prompt insights about other countries where marriage and relationship pat-
terns are conservative and relatively slow to change. The division of labor, power, and money within marriage
or relationship in Russia is rather unusual. Despite the prevalence of female whole wage systems and mass
female representation in the labor market, Russian couples remain significantly patriarchal in their family val-
ues and financial decision-making. It would be interesting to compare these findings with other post-socialist
countries, and with countries that had a capitalist path of development.

Future research has to examine whether or not the types of financial disagreements differ in their impact on
partnership stability and the probability of divorce. It is also important to develop an understanding of the role
and the grouping of the partners’ values, the process of communication about finances between partners, and
the process of transmission of financial values and practices between parents and children. The latter calls
for qualitatively designed further research, and is crucial for the studying financial life of families within the
theoretical framework of relational sociology.
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Abstract

This article examines the ontological question concerning the mode of existence
of money in its various conceptualisations in sociology, namely in the theories
of Marx, Simmel, Moss and Zelizer. It is argued that money is considered in
sociological theory at three ontological levels, namely, (1) Determinate being of
money, or concrete money stuff, which is immediately experienced and singular-
ly represented, (2) the representation of money on which the perception of money
stuff as money is grounded and (3) the objectivity of money, that is, the objective
reality, either material or sui generis, which stands behind money as such. The
first level, represented by Zelizer’s theory of monies, contains objects to which
a subjective meaning is attached according to the concrete social relations. The
second level takes money regardless of its substance and treats the essence of
money not as the subjective meaning attached to things but as the idea of money,
i.e., the universal form of representing things. The third level points at the reality
that mediates the first two as subjective conditions of ultimate reality. It is shown
that in all these theories the consistent account of money seems to be possible
only due to the negation of the other ontological planes of money and that creates
ontological disunity within all these theories.

Introduction

A significant part of the sociological critique of all orthodox economic accounts
of money which are based on the commodity exchange theory [Ingham 2004]
can be resumed in the categorical confusion of money stuff with money itself
[Ingham 2001; Fitzpatrick 2002; Lawson 2016; Searle 2017; Armstrong, Sid-
diqui 2019]. Accepting that differentiation between money and its material sig-
nifiers and attributing the former to the social institutes, economic sociologists
could make a great contribution to the literature on money. The theoretical pre-
supposition of economic sociology on money is that the social reality of money
is primary in relation to the money stuff. Thus, the former takes its essence, say
moneyness and value, from the social reality and not vice versa. The opposition
between the intrinsically worthless tokens and the value attached to them as a
part of this social reality poses a challenge for sociologists. This presupposi-
tion, at first glance, releases sociologists from the necessity of relating money
stuff’s economic circulation as intrinsically worthy tokens to the social reality
that might appear, in this case, only as an external condition in which the mon-
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etary system functions. But later there occurs a theoretical problem that the forms of money stuff (for instance,
the precious metals, which are conceived as the this-worldly ways of existence of money) have no essential
relation to the concept of money. George Simmel, although he thought of it as a very common feature of social
phenomena, recognised this inherently and ontologically contradictory nature of money and concluded that “it
is not technically feasible to accomplish what is conceptually correct” [Simmel 2004: 163]. That is one of the
best illustrations of the ontological status of conceptually correct money in relation to the money stuff, which
is only technically feasible (see also [Ingham 2004; 2006; Dodd 2005; 2007; Gordon 2005]). The problem is
that if money is not something technically feasible to accomplish, the reality of conceptually correct money
is never fully accomplished in the reality of money stuff and, therefore, the reality of money stuff is never the
correct embodiment of the social reality. Despite the recognition of the objective/material restrictions for the
choice of money stuff that enable money stuff measurable, countable, suitable for storage, etc., the consider-
ation of money stuff as the signifier of money mostly ended up with the idea of the arbitrariness of money stuff
that takes its moneyness not from the substance of a thing but from social relations. It had been forbidden for
sociologists to speak about real things, so-called tokens, by which the essence of money was signified. Vivi-
ane Zelizer [1989] was one of the first sociologists who had illustriously grasped the intuition of the rupture
between money stuff, with which social actors have an empirical contact, and the social institution that stands
behind money stuff. Nonetheless, she could bridge that rupture by sacrificing the general concept of money
for the sake of monies and, consequently, moneyness of them, which is criticised in the literature as a different
kind of the early mentioned confusion.

The ubiquitous economic hypothesis of barter as the economic origin of money has never been empirically
proven, while sociologists and anthropologists appeared more right empirically in their intuition of money as
something initially social [Graeber 2011: Chs. 2, 3]. Sociologists started to scrutinize the nature and the origin
of money in order to show that money stuff that consists of material objects endowed with their economic
function is different from money. The problem is discussed in terms of whether money initially had one or the
other form, so it would be legitimate to say that in these theories several forms—the logic of which is more
obvious and more basic than that of money, such as debt, tribute or gift—serve as a metaphor for the concept
of money (see [Dodd 2014: Ch. 1]). Nonetheless, the metaphors replacing the historically and theoretically
initial form of money were considered as a real concept of the primitive form of money. Consequently, the
social ontology of money has shifted attention towards the nature of money away from its way of being or
existence. As a result, the abovementioned gap which is found in all the major theories of money has been
neglected and replaced with the issue concerning the origin of money. It is reasonably argued that an enquiry
about the ontology of money answers two questions: “What does being money consist in?”’, which is mostly
reduced to the question of the origin of money, and “What kinds of things can be money?”” [Smit, Buekens,
Du Plessis 2016: 327]. This paper aims to address the third question to sociological literature: “What is the
way that money exists?” To answer it, we ask a further question: What is meant by the phrases “money is” and
“money is not” in sociological literature?!

' The central question of the ontology of money is mainly considered to be “what is money?”. One is entitled to problematise
the little word “is” in ontological context, firstly, as a question of whatness of money, secondly, as the mode of existence of the
subject, i.e., money. However, any positive definitive proposition “money is X implicitly contains the negative definition of
what “money is not”. In fact, sociologists, either explicitly or implicitly, gave account of what money is not. But this negativity
is twofold. On the one hand, it is tautological negativity that money is not that what money is not. Although, it is an unbearable
task to make a long list of things that money is not, everything that money confronts is taken as a logical totality of things. This
account of what money is not is about the whatness of money, for it implies a conceptual exclusion. On the other hand, one
encounters a paradoxical negative definition of money, where what money is not is a substantial component of the definition
of money, i.e. what money is. In this case, what differs the paradoxical negativity from tautological negativity is that it has a
determined content rather than logical totality of other things. It is not feasible to think of the absence of a determined content,
for it is nothing but a way of thinking of its nothing as a being. But one is able to think of something as a system of presence
and absence. In fact, one can object that idea, showing that fautological negativity can also be easily determined, for example,
money is not an apple, tulip, horse, etc. Although this determination can easily be differentiated from that of paradoxical
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In this paper, it is argued that in sociological theory money is mainly treated in three ontological planes:
(1) Determinate being of money or concrete money stuff, which is immediately experienced and singularly
represented, (2) the representation of money, on which the perception of money stuff as money is grounded and
(3) the objectivity of money, that is, the objective reality, either material or sui generis, which stands behind
money as such. By doing this, we do not attempt to align our terminology with that of the analysed authors be-
cause of the diversity of theoretical traditions that they base their account of money on, although we will stick
to the authors’ own terminology when analysing their texts. It is argued that the first two planes, represented in
the theories of Viviana Zelizer and George Simmel, confront each other and each of them constitutes its own
ontological status negating that of the other plane. Both theories suggest the impossibility of money: either
the impossibility of the general notion of money or that of pure token money. In fact, this impossibility being
derived from the gap between these two ontological planes gives us the third plane, from the point of view of
which these two levels function as two sides of the representation of money, such as external/sensuous and
internal/intelligible sides of the representation of money. The third plane emerges from the totality of the two
but as something already objective with a certain gap. While the opposition between the first two planes is the
opposition between the singular and the universal, the opposition between the third plane and the unity of the
first two (representation) is the opposition between objectivity and subjectivity. The third plane, in our reading,
is presented in the theory of Karl Marx. So, this paper is dedicated to the foregoing reflections inspired by the
works of Zelizer, Simmel and Marx.

Money, no matter which plain we consider, is a concept that has an empirical referent. But the subject matter
of this investigation is the way of existence of money in several theories, or more specifically, the ontological
disunity of money. So, the referent of our subject matter is the assumed relations between the ways of exis-
tence of money, therefore, this work can be called purely theoretical. The introduction provides a brief account
of the relevance of our subject in the economic sociology of money. In order to specify and problematise the
subject matter in detail, the next section discusses the problem of disunity in the Kantian critique of the on-
tological argument. Kant appears here not only as a philosopher, who instrumentally provides an understand-
ing of the highly theoretical problem and terminology that we draw upon, but also as a philosopher, who is a
crucial point of reference for Marx’s and Simmel’s theories of money. Some commentaries of Hegel on Kant
are mentioned in order to clarify Marx’s response to Kant. Money, whether by a happy accident or not, is the
central metaphor in discussions of the ontological argument for these philosophers. In this sense, one can say
that fortune smiled on economic sociology or that this great thinker intuitively grasped the very contradictory
nature of money. Nonetheless, this paper discusses Kant’s thoughts merely as a background for further socio-
logical discussion, although it maintains his metaphorical tradition for a heuristic purpose.

Problematisation of the Disunity between the Ontological Planes of Money

Probably the most famous “money” as a banknote in the history of Western thought is the “hundred thalers”
used by Kant in his criticism of the ontological arguments for the existence of God, the essence of which is
to derive the existence of God from the concept of God, i. e., from the mind itself [Oppy 2019]. It is possible
to say that the purpose of this argument, as used by Anselm and Descartes [Descartes 1968; Nolan 2015], is
to bridge reason and reality, that is, concept and being. To prove that being is not a real predicate and it adds
nothing to the concept of an object, Kant provides a small example: “A hundred actual thalers do not contain
the least more than a hundred possible thalers” [Kant 1996: 584].

The Kantian transcendental subject, locked in his own mind, is not able to claim the essential relationship of
his thought with the outside world. The Kantian realm of concepts is considered independently of the world of

negativity, for instance, money is not a banknote, by the criteria that the determinate content of the latter gives us the mode
of non-existence of money. The content of this negativity is determined only because it points at a way of being that money
does not have. Accordingly, what is absent is not the determinate content but the necessary absence of money as a money in it.
Therefore, the one who studies the mode of existence of money, should be attentive also to the way that money does not exist.
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real entities. Just as some entities exist outside of human knowledge without concepts in reason, like unknown
and unobserved and therefore uncategorised animals, whose existence is no worse because of it, similarly
some concepts exist without any reality, e.g. unicorns, etc. The correlation of concepts and reality is an empty
correlation that does not add anything to either a concept or reality. Considering all the effort put into the on-
tological argument and its failure, Kant concludes with the development of the monetary metaphor of thalers:
“A human being could not from mere ideas become richer in insights any more than a merchant could become
richer in assets if he tried to improve his situation by adding a few zeros to his cash balance” [Kant 1996: 586].
Here it is worth underlining again the specific sense and conditions of existence in Kantian understanding,
which has been systematised by Heidegger in accordance with Kant’s pre-critical works: “The negative asser-
tion goes like this in the pre-critical work: ‘Existence is not a predicate or determination of anything whatever.’
The affirmative assertion goes: ‘The concept of positing or asserting [Position oder Setzung] is completely
simple and identical with that of being in general.”” [Heidegger, Klein, Pohl 1973: 11]. So, considering that
being is a mere positing, it does not add anything essential to the value of the hundred thalers in my pocket
and, considering that it is not a real predicate, neither does it deprive the hundred thalers in my mind of mon-
eyness. In our further reading these two points appear to be the main reason for the dispute between Simmel
and Zelizer. We do not intend to attribute Zelizer’s account of money to the Kantian tradition. Nonetheless, as
far as Zelizer’s theory is mainly based on the critique of Simmel, it is logical to see them in a certain relation
rather than as indifferent to each other. In this sense, Kantian ontology seems to lay the groundwork for further
discussions on money.

On the other hand, we need to underline the specificity of Kantian understanding of the hundred thalers.
In Kant’s usage, a hundred thalers in my mind as a concept of money, like the concept of God, is a purely
sensuous representation of money, or more correctly, “a concept that [comprises and thus] holds for many
[presentations], and, among them, comprises also a given presentation that is referred directly to the object”
[Kant 1996: 122]. Obviously, in the modern usage of the ‘concept’ we correlate it with a more abstract level
of comprehension than the sensually empirical one in common sense; therefore, economics and economic
sociology conceptualise money as such, independently from its specific quantity and the kind of currency.
“One hundred thalers” is an extremely specific, singular, and concrete definition for description, unless you do
not consider the serial number of the banknote. As Hegel quite rightly notes, “a ‘hundred dollars’ is nothing
self-referring but something alterable and perishable” [Hegel 2010a: 65]. Therefore, for analytical reasons we
use further the metaphor of a hundred thalers for empirical, sensuous and material money stuff while the term
“money” for what is embodied in money stuff. For the hundred thalers of Kant is similar to Zelizer’s concrete
and singular monies, we will address this similarity in the next section.

Backward from Zelizer’s Hundred Thalers Money Stuff to Simmel’s Money

Viviana Zelizer strongly emphasizes the concrete singularity of money and our relation to it. She criticises
Simmelian theory because of its (1) purely economic, (2) “qualitatively communistic”, (3) “essentially pro-
fane and utilitarian, (4) enlarging, quantifying, and often corrupting and concept of many being (5) untrans-
ferable by values [Zelizer 1989]. Instead of considering the conceptual universality of money, her theory of
money takes a radically empirical position and investigates money as an ephemeral phenomenon to which
people situationally attach different meanings. Zelizer offers a model of special monies, which first of all
embraces monies “outside the sphere of the market and [which are] profoundly shaped by cultural and social
structural factors” [Zelizer 1989: 351]. This model is based on the two following premises: Firstly, monies
are earmarked physically, spatially or by the restriction of their uses. These three ways of earmarking were
intertwined in primitive cultures, but the overwhelming homogeneity of the modern monetary system has
separated them. Zelizer does not discuss the effects of this separation, nor does she provide any comprehensive
analysis of theoretical meanings of each way of earmarking. In her sociology of monies, modern multiple and
earmarked monies are “not curious residuals of a primitive life” [Zelizer 1994: 200], as classical sociologists
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thought of it, but are a product of the same social process that took place in primitive societies. It is notable
that this social process in its three forms is given to the sociologist not only in the form of mundane thinking
but also in empirically sensuous form, i.e., monies are differentiated from each other either by their bodily
form or by the practices in which they appear as bodies. The second premise is that several monies are located
in a social context and they are “visible symbols of particular types of social relations and meanings” [Zel-
izer 1994: 211]. These two premises allow Zelizer to investigate monies as sensuous objects that are given to
a sociologist empirically. The question to be problematised in the next paragraphs is the following: What is
special about money that must be understood by sociologists in a theoretical way?

When we subsume all the phenomena of monies under one category of money or say it properly, monies,
without drawing certain differences about moneyness that differentiate money from not-money, one should
answer the following questions: Where does the legitimacy of speaking of ‘money’ or even of ‘monies’ come
from? What ensures that we speak of money? Where does the border between special monies and special
tulips lie? Is there any difference between a hundred thalers and a hundred tulips or another socially mean-
ingful object? Zelizer writes that “people differentiate, mark, and segregate all sorts of objects and events”
[Zelizer 1994: 211] and money is merely one of them. So, according to Zelizer, money is not unique in the
sense in which classical theorists thought of it as an object which is able “to operate in a separate realm, a free
zone independent from any meaningful influences or restrictions” [Zelizer 1994: 214]. Money differs from
other objects only in quantitative relations, i.e., in the degree of those qualities that might be common in other
socially meaningful objects: “more fungible, remarkably mobile, and highly transferable, connecting people
over great distances and multiple time zones” [Zelizer 1994: 214]. Apparently, monies exist alongside other
objects. The point we need to stress here is the conceptual infeasibility of Zelizer’s money as money because
an everyday experience of money is possible only due to the conditions under which an arbitrary entity, ac-
cidentally named as money, is attached to arbitrary meanings. This point serves as a bridge between Zelizer’s
theory and the ontological disunity problem raised in this paper. For this reason, the theory of Zelizer, despite
its empirical abundance, has been widely criticised for its inability to give a clear conceptual definition [Fine,
Lapavitsas 2000; Ingham 2001; Dodd 2005]. Being empirically present does not mean that it is ontologically
existent, for the meaning that we attach to money is not attached to money as such but to a thing that stands on
the same plane with all other sensuous objects, to a hundred thalers, that is, to concrete banknotes. That some
of these objects are somehow subsumed under the category of monies is not the same as saying that money
exists as a category based on a distinct principle.

All the monies, banknotes or thalers, appear to be passing on, replacing each other, for each time they take
on a different meaning from the concrete social context or the singular social interaction and preserve their
meaning sustained by the social context. Assigning meaning or value to concrete money stuff and experienc-
ing them as something real in their singularity constitutes a necessary level of ontological enquiry, which for
conceptual clarity can be called “determinate being of money”. It appears that Zelizer’s category of monies
is merely obtained by induction through the simple experience of money. Such a universality which is called
by Kant “assumed” or “comparative universality” [Kant 1996: 46] “can serve as major premise”, so the usage
of such a category of monies may not have a logical fallacy, nonetheless “it is not therefore itself a principle”
[Kant 1996: 352]. It means that it is not enough to subsume different meanings of money under the category of
monies in order to formulate the general principle of money as an a priori principle of a separate reality, which
should “not (be) based on higher and more universal cognitions” [Kant 1996: 220]. Without such a distin-
guishing principle of their apprehension, monies is not too different from all other objects of social world, and
it becomes technically impossible to answer the question: “Where does the boundary between special monies
and special tulips lie?”. To speak of a hundred thalers as money that has a specific and distinctive life among
other objects, it is necessary to overcome this stage of determinate being.
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If it would be necessary to find the most fundamental point of unanimity between George Simmel and his
critic Zelizer, we would point to the Kantian split between being and concept, or, to be more specific, between
the material determinate being of money and its subjective value. For Simmel, who begins his magnum opus
The Philosophy of Money [Simmel 2004] by the transposition of the Kantian idea of concept and being in his
above-mentioned discussion of the ontological argument into that of value and things, the latter is valuable
not because it has value in itself as a thing, but because the subject attaches a value to it. This process is called
subjective valuation, and it is characterised by the act of representation of the content of things as valuable. In
contrast, the differentiation of the content of representation from the act of representation constitutes the ob-
jectivity of value or the thing as a value. In this context, the subject matter of Zelizer’s monies, i.e., that people
subjectively attach a value to things, constitutes Simmel’s point of departure that leads him to the understand-
ing of the economic value through the objectification of subjective value in monetary form. The ontological
plane on which Zelizer treats her subject matter is for Simmel a plane to be overcome.

Simmel agrees in general terms with Zelizer’s thesis about the significance of the empirical body of money
for subjects: “Money could not have developed as a means of exchange or as a measure of value unless its
material substance had been experienced as immediately valuable” [Simmel 2004: 141]. Only unity of a thing
and its value or a significant thing, taken in its accidental singularity for a subject, for example, gold or some
other significant material, can and historically should constitute the substance of money. Nonetheless, it is
crucial for Simmel to understand that the value that a substantial thing possesses as a precious metal or any
other valuable object is quite different from what it possesses as money. The confusion of these two is a cat-
egory error, as it is called in philosophy. It is the same as confusing the value of a one-hundred-dollar bill as a
paper and that of a one-hundred-dollar bill as money. This determinate being of substance demands a ground
on which it is based as money and nothing else. It is needless to say that the objectivity of value comes from
the exchangeability of things, while the value of money derives from its exchange function. Nonetheless, it
is naive to think that the mere exchange interaction as a fact of a sensible world, where “things exist side by
side” and are not mediated by mental activity, serves as a real ground for value. “Only in the mind, however,
does interaction become real integration. The interaction of exchange brings about a mental unity of values.
The spatially extended substance is only a symbol of money because the disconnectedness of what exists as
substance contradicts the nature of money as an abstract representation of interaction” [Simmel 2004: 198]. It
is important to keep in mind that any significance, indifference or negative representation attached or directed
to “hundred thalers”, money-things, monies or substantial bodies should be considered as value. Simmel treats
that kind of substantial value of money only as a “technical ground”. Only an abstract representation of ex-
change interaction in a certain mode can serve as a ground for the moneyness of certain substances. Therefore,
the philosophical concept of money contains the universal form of thinking exercised by subjects themselves,
although in its social imperfection. That is why Simmel names his book “The Philosophy of Money” rather
than “The Sociology of Money”.

For Simmel, both the conceptual and historical development of money is but the intellectualisation of human
society. As stated by Nigel Dodd, “It is through the members’ ongoing mental syntheses that a society comes
to be synthesed” [Dodd 2007: 282]. It is legitimate to say the same also about this psychological intellectual-
istic attitude to money. Nevertheless, the theoretical manoeuvre in Metropolis, which leaves the question of
whether it was the metropolis that affected the money or vice versa unanswered [Simmel 1995: 50], demon-
strates the intertwined nature of money and metropolis. For intellectualisation here is only about the develop-
ment of money as a concept of everyday thinking, which realises the objective content of subjective mind, his-
torical development of money is equated in this way to its ideal development.> Simmel says: “The significance

2 “The significance of money in representing the economic relativity of objects—which is the source of its practical functions—

is not a ready-made reality; like all historical phenomena, it discloses its pure concept - its function and place in the realm of
ideas—only gradually” [Simmel 2004: 127].
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of money in representing the economic relativity of objects—which is the source of its practical functions—is
not a ready-made reality; like all historical phenomena, it discloses its pure concept—its function and place in
the realm of ideas—only gradually” [Simmel 2004: 127]. Therefore, the money, to which Simmel attributes
impersonalising, quantifying and intellectualistic characteristics, is money in its abstract universality, and
hence, the pure concept of money is considered by him as so-called pure token money, which does not exist
empirically but only as an idea. The discrepancy between Simmel’s universal, abstract, and intelligible money
and Zelizer’s singular, concrete, and sensible money can be explained by the Kantian difference between em-
pirical and strict universalities. As mentioned above, empirical universality relates to the induction of general
and common principles from empirical experience, while strict universality is about a priori conditions and the
possibility of this empirical experience. In light of the above, Simmel transposes the innate a priori conditions
of Kantian money into the social a priori. Nevertheless, money does not find its proper technical expression
due to, first, the contradictory nature of society, and second, the conceptual contradiction in the technical usage
of money. Zelizer finds a socially meaningful hundred thalers in the empirical experience of people but does
not explain what relates them to moneyness.

We have shown that Simmel’s money both has much in common and differs from Zelizer’s monies due to the
fact that the development of money is characterised by increasing distance, abstraction and sublimation from
the thingness of money towards its idea. The history of money is viewed by Simmel as an everlasting approxi-
mation to the “conceptually correct” money, which is not, according to him, “empirically feasible”. Simmel
argues that “an earlier general utility is <...> transformed into new unique qualities <...> the detachment of
the pleasurable sensation from the reality of its original cause has finally become a form of our conscious-
ness, quite independent of the contents that first gave rise to it <...>” [Simmel 2004: 71]. The appearance and
moneyness of money are related to the distance from practical interest in things and abstraction from their use-
value, or as we call it, from the determinate being of money. The absence of valuable money-things, therefore,
brings the freedom of attaching any practical or moral meaning to sensuous things. From that point, it is not
a challenging task to show the affinity between Zelizer’s and Simmel’s theories of money and that Zelizer’s
theory is situated within the quasi-aesthetical development of Simmel’s intellectualistic pure money. If there is
a hundred thalers money stuff, which is for Simmel a technically imperfect embodiment of money, that means
that the sovereignty of money is not yet constituted, and it is inescapable to restrain subjective act of attach-
ing an arbitrary meaning to the sensuous hundred thalers. But how can we, under these conditions, speak of a
conceptually perfect money? Any immanent presence of a hundred thalers, even if it is a “pure token”, poses
a danger to the perfectness of a perfect money. Isn’t it interesting enough that even bitcoin, never-present
and most abstract version of money, functions within materialistic discourse [Maurer, Nelms, Swartz 2013;
Kemple, Pyyhtinen 2016]? In this way, Simmel’s quite complicated argument, dealing with the ontological
split between the concept of money and its reality, already contains Zelizer’s monies as trivial, contradictory,
defective but necessary part of what we might call everlasting approximation to the perfect money (for a dis-
cussion of the empirical possibility of pure money, see [Dodd 2007]). This eventually leads us to the faculty
of judgement subsuming all “hundred thalers” under the universal pure money. Such a “subsuming” aesthetics
has many things to say about the dematerialisation of money but nearly nothing about the effect of the latter
on the social life itself.

The defect of money, for Simmel, is not in its conceptual shortcomings but in its controversial “freedom”, in
its technical infeasibility and thus in its detached relationship with existence itself. Simmel’s stranger pays
off his freedom by being categorised by others as a representative of other culture [Simmel 2016], while the
citizen of the metropolis pays off his freedom by being unacknowledged by others [Simmel 1995]. Money
pays off its freedom by being always synthetical to some papers which value is guaranteed by “precious met-
als” [Simmel 2004: 159]. According to Simmel, the infeasibility occurs between money as such and a hundred
thalers, in other words, between the universality of money and its concretely defined, sensible and materialised
singularity. This Kantian universality, transposed through certain logical operations from the innate transcen-
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dental into the historically social, makes money “necessary-universal”, which plays the role of the ground on
which the possibility of experience of hundred thalers is based (see [Rose 1981: 26]). But it is similar to the
Kantian universal concept, which is essentially separated from empirical universality, and this ground turns
out to be intellectual and [inter]subjective, or as Marx tried to show, self-erasing.’

Overcoming the Ground: Marx’s Money

In his dissertation, Karl Marx was very sarcastic of the infelicitous example given by Kant: “Kant’s example
might have enforced the ontological proof. Real thalers have the same existence that the imagined gods have.
Has a real thaler any existence except in the imagination, if only in the general or common imagination of
man? Bring paper money into a country where this use of paper is unknown, and everyone will laugh at your
subjective imagination” [Marx 1975: 104]. Marx maintained the same position after 26 years in his Capital,
sophisticating his argument and choosing economists rather than metaphysicians as his rivals. At the same
time, he referred to the intellectual fashion of the 18th century and to Kant as its constitutive element: “By con-
founding these two distinct things some writers have been led to hold that the value of gold and silver is imagi-
nary <...> if it be declared that the social characters assumed by objects, or the material forms assumed by
the social qualities of labour under the regime of a definite mode of production, are mere symbols, it is in the
same breath also declared that these characteristics are arbitrary fictions sanctioned by the so-called universal
consent of mankind. This suited the mode of explanation in favour during the 18th century” [Marx 2015: 63].
Basically, it is obvious to the most fundamental sociological intuition that a banknote of hundred thalers is
merely a piece of paper and what makes this banknote money is the representation of money shared by mem-
bers of a community. Does it really mean that money is nothing but a representation or thought? The answer
of Marx seems quite complicated and contradictory in his late writings on the objectivity of money, unless we
do not penetrate the immanent logic of his way of thinking.

It is well known that Marx had Hegel to thank for his dialectic method and for his early and late works, espe-
cially Grundrisse [Marx 1993] and Capital [Marx 2015],* written under the influence of the great philosopher
[Uchida 1988: 1]. Nevertheless, his theory of money is not widely analysed, to say the least, in its relation
to the ontological argument and its Hegelian recovery. For Hegel, as he repeats in relation to the different
achievements of Western philosophy, the ontological argument is highly significant for the system of phi-
losophy but not yet sufficiently understood. Anselm’s classical argument assumes a ground for God to prove
its existence, which is the concept of God, but Kant’s criticism shows that the ground on which God is based
is mind, which is finite and subjective and has no validity to transcendence out of its finiteness into infinity.
Hegel in his Great Logic says that “besides immediate being that comes first, and concrete existence [or the
being that proceeds from essence] that comes second, there is still a third being, one that proceeds from the
concept, and this is objectivity” [Hegel 2010a: 420]. Thus, for Hegel, existence always refers to finite beings,
like Simmel’s intellectualistic money grounded on mind, and this ground erases itself. It is necessary to over-
come this ground to prove the existence of God, for something finite in itself cannot serve as a ground for an
infinite being. For Hegel, therefore, only self-erasure exists, for it is assumed as the only way to transition to
the Idea, which poses, reflects, expresses and embodies itself in reality (see [Carlson 2007: 341-346]). Idea is

3 Even though Nigel Dodd underlines that for Simmel in ‘How is society possible’ this infeasibility is not a moral problem

[Dodd 2007: 279-280], Simmel in his lectures on Kant, where he discusses the problem of freedom and possibility of
embodiment of our concepts, considers the desire for/interest in happiness as an obstacle to freedom of concepts, yet it can
be clearly applied to the infeasibility of money: “Therefore, the true enemy of our freedom lies in ourselves; for the thirst for
happiness is «imposed on us by our very finite nature» and, it is an integral component of our being and, at the same time, it
distances this being from itself and thereby deprives it of a value that our being can give to itself only by itself and from itself,
and that is called moral” [Simmel 1904: 83] (My translation).

“In my method of working it has given me great service that by mere accident I had again leafed through Hegel’s Logic” [From
Marx’s letter to Engels, cited in Uchida 1988: 1].
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the result and aim of his subjective logic, and it is the proof of God. He says, “When speaking of the idea, one
must not imagine something remote and other-worldly by this. The idea is instead what is thoroughly pres-
ent, and so too it is to be found in every consciousness, even if muddled and stunted. We represent the world
to ourselves as an enormous totality created by God and, indeed, such that God has revealed himself to us in
it” [Hegel 2010b: 284]. So, idea as “the absolute unity of the concept and objectivity” [Hegel 2010b: 282] is
what constitutes itself in every individual consciousness, in muddled and stunted or philosophically concep-
tual way, and what manifests itself in everything. From that perspective, the subjective mind ceases to be the
ground for God, but vice versa it starts to be grounded by the absolute.

Saying the same in Marxist terms, money, on the one hand, should enter into the totality of experience as a
real thing in person or represented by a symbol; on the other hand, the real thaller’s existence depends on
subjective imagination, for “the money that performs the functions of a measure of value is only ideal money”
[Marx 2015: 67]. In other words, initially we have, on the one hand, money stuff, which is a commodity in its
certain relational form of expression taken in the general form of sale “C-M” as a realisation of my commod-
ity as something exchangeable with every other commodity. On the other hand, we have a representation of
money, given in the purchase form “M-C” whereby I realise my general representation of money dissolved
“into the mere transient equivalent-form destined to be replaced by a use-value” [Marx 2015: 76] in the form
of a particular commodity. These two moments constitute the finite circulation of C-M-C that starts and ends
with solid commodity. But the reversal of this doubled form into M-C-M makes money an end in itself, erases
the limits of the use-value from the circulation and, in terms of Zizek’s reading of Marx, efernalises the cir-
culation [Zizek 2006: 58]. In the simple circulation, Marx says, money-form is something “assumed”’ by the
value of commodities and it “vanishes in the final result of the movement” [Marx 2015: 107]. It is only in the
circulation M-C-M that money differentiates itself as a general “mode of existence” of value. One observes
the same schema in the ontological argument: Firstly, money exists in a naive way of being, later it is realised
being just assumed by the value of commodities, and at the end this form, assumed by finite things, becomes
erased. What exists in simple circulation, in which a commodity ultimately transforms into another commod-
ity, is the erasement of money-form. But further this erasement turns out to be the general mode of existence of
value, i.e., money. Once the circulation is limitless, it is not the muddled and stunted representation of money
that grounds the circulation, but it is grounded itself by the circulation that encompasses both the representa-
tion and what assumes this representation, that is, value of commodities. Therefore, the money addressed in
the first part of Capital stands in expressional relation to the value as its “general form” of existence [Existenz-
form]. But the money in the second part appears as a general mode of existence [Existenzweise] of value. That
mode of existence is the one that this paper has intended to point out from the very beginning to differentiate
the ontological plane of Marxian money. The matter of interest here is not that money hides the social relations
behind the commodity, but that it renders these relations possible in its very intense and limitless form M-C-
M’. What is that objectivity that makes itself visible in money?

Consider Marx’s famous panegyrical criticism of Aristotle’s theory of exchange in the first chapter of Capital
[Marx 2015: 40—41]. This debate is considered to be one of the most difficult parts, as well as Aristotle is
claimed to be a main antagonist of Marx [Mansfield 1980]. By analysing money form in its derivation from
commodity exchange, Marx adopts Aristotle’s argument that exchange “cannot take place without equality,
and equality not without commensurability” [Marx 2015: 40]. Nevertheless, being unable to find equable and
commensurable quantities between five beds and one house, Aristotle takes a step back and asserts that people
imagine some equivalency as a makeshift solution for their practical purposes. One can easily misread the
Marxian criticism as it directly follows the path of the ontological argument (especially its Descartes [No-
lan 2015] variation) and suggests that if there is a category in our mind such as the exchange between com-
modities it must have objective conditions of equivalency and commensurability in reality. But proving mon-
ey’s existence through its subjectivity is the same as thinking that “men were drowned in water only because
they were possessed with the idea of gravity” [Marx 1968: 3], in other words, trying to prove the existence of
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gravity through its idea. It turns out that, from the Marxian point of view, a proof of something is possible only
in the absence of reason [Balaban 1990], i. e., in the absence of the subjective ground. This comprehension
can lead us to the true and objective concept of money, which allows us to see the objective reality standing
behind the money. Money can be only because it has an objective concept located and framed within a certain
material reality (see [Gould 1980]), and it is not true to say that a hundred thalers exists only because they are
placed in the subjective realm, for this realm itself is grounded on objectivity. Accordingly, Marx shows that
people, who are exchanging things, have no proper idea of what makes their exchange possible, but nonethe-
less, they are continuing to do so. Therefore, he demonstrates by deductive necessity the substance of value,
1. e., human labour, not as a representation in the minds of people and not as a value itself but as a substance
of value that has its own reality. In this way, Marx transcends the subjectivity of mind, linking this subjectivity
to the external reality, on which mind is grounded, or to say, created in Hegelian terms. Marx replaced “God”
with “money” in the Hegel’s words: “Humankind were directed early to recognize” money “in his works”
[Hegel 2010a: 656], even if they were and are not yet aware of what they are doing.

It is necessary to comprehend that theory has the right to study one hundred thalers under universal categories,
and it does not matter if they are considered to be objective or subjective. If we consider them as a subjectively
constructed social reality, i.e., as an abstraction, one can consider “money” as a concept under which various
phenomena can be subsumed, regardless of their location and size. If we consider the concept as objectively
universal, which is universal only owing to the fact that it contains matter and form as its moments of becom-
ing, the substance of the concept can be called “value”. In the last case, to which Marx can be related, the
question of the existence of a hundred thalers cannot be reduced to the fact that there are a hundred thalers in
my pocket. Thus, money here is nothing but the “objectified relation between persons” and that is so because
“individuals have alienated their own social relationship from themselves” [Marx 1993: 160].

Conclusion

This paper has problematised the mode of existence of money by addressing it in several sociological theories
through the lens of ontological gap between concepts and things in Kantian philosophy. Our reading has led
us to some preliminary conclusions. First of all, Simmel’s and Zelizer’s theories of money, despite their dis-
similarity, actually appear to use the same method of reading of the Kantian split between sensuous being and
subjectively intelligible concept. The constitutive difference between them arises from the part they give an
ontological status to money. Determinate being of Zelizer’s monies represents the singularity of money stuff in
terms of their social meaning and material being, although precludes the general money concept. This determi-
nate being constitutes the point of departure in Simmel’s aesthetic theory of value but becomes overcome soon
in favour of existence, although this existence nonetheless depends on the abstract representation of money,
i.e. the ground of positing on which the perception of money stuff as money is grounded. So, Simmel treats the
essence of money not as the subjective meaning attached to things but as the idea of money, i.e., the universal
form that enables us to represent determinate beings as money. In this specific sense the essence of money
remains to be subjective in its nature. On the other hand, beyond the subjectivity of the concept of money and
its immediate apprehension, we have analysed the theory of Marx. The Marxian approach firstly ensures us
that a hundred thalers as a hundred thalers does not exist, but it is a mere subjective representation. After the
erasement of the ground, Marx deals with the objective reality of labour which makes money real. Therefore,
in all these theories the consistent account of money seems to be possible only due to the negation of the other
ontological planes of money and that creates ontological disunity within all these theories. As it was once
formulated by Ankersmit, “the insurmountable aesthetic barrier between represented and representation”, is,
in our opinion, not the defect of aesthetics but perhaps that of the ontology. But one could not agree more
with him that, replacing his political concept with social, it is “the unmistakable signs of the well-functioning”
social mechanism, in our case, that of money [Ankersmit 1996: 18]. But that last thesis should be the subject
to further investigation.
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
